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Abstract

Abstract

The current research aims to identify the nature of the relationship between
moral anxiety and the methods of accepting advice among high school
students, according to the variables of gender (male - female),
specialization (scientific - literary), and grade level (fourth - sixth). The
basic research sample consisted of 800 male and female students. To
achieve this, 14 high schools were selected from both the right and left
sides of the city of Mosul, chosen using a stratified random sampling
method from high school students in Mosul for the academic year 2024—
2025.

The researcher used two tools:
First Tool:

A moral anxiety scale developed by the researcher, which in its final form
consisted of 38 items across four domains: personal, social, religious, and
future. The scale demonstrated validity and reliability, calculated using the
test-retest method, with a Pearson correlation value of (0.82), and
Cronbach's alpha method, with a reliability score of (0.85). Additionally,
the tool possessed psychometric properties, such as item discriminatory
power.

Second Tool:

To achieve the research goals, the researcher adopted the “Methods of
Accepting Advice” scale by Ahmed (2023), originally consisting of 54
items. After conducting face validity and statistical analysis, the final
version included 42 items. The researcher verified its face validity and
reliability using the test-retest and Cronbach’s alpha methods, yielding
reliability scores of (0.81) and (0.84), respectively.

After analyzing the data statistically using the SPSS software, the
researcher reached the following results:

1. The two tools (moral anxiety and methods of accepting advice) can
be used in other studies due to their validity and reliability.



Abstract

The research sample demonstrated a statistically significant level of
moral anxiety.

. The research sample showed a high level of methods for accepting

advice.
There is a positive and direct correlation between moral anxiety and
methods of accepting advice among high school students.

The researcher also presented several relevant recommendations:

1.

Conduct training and qualification sessions for teaching staff in high
schools regarding the importance of advice acceptance methods and
encourage their use with students.

2. Enhance counseling programs for high school students to reduce

moral anxiety and improve the use of advice acceptance strategies.

The researcher suggested several follow-up studies, including:

1.

Study moral anxiety and its relationship to advice acceptance
methods in other samples, such as middle school students,
vocational institute students, and university students.
Conduct an experimental study on the effect of a program aimed at
reducing moral anxiety among high school students.

. Conduct an experimental study on the effect of a program aimed at

developing advice acceptance methods among high school students.
Study the relationship between moral anxiety and other variables
such as (cognitive closure — self-motivation — locus of control).
Study the relationship between advice acceptance methods and
variables such as (goal orientation — self-esteem — academic
achievement).
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
