The legal Regulation of the Criminal Mediation
(A Comparative Study)

Abstract

Criminal Mediation is a new criminal procedural legal system . It
aims at resolve the criminal dispute without the traditional criminal
procedures . According to the criminal mediation, the criminal dispute is
resolved by intervention of the mediator who is a civil person or private
association .

The criminal mediation is alternative procedure of the traditional
criminal lawsuit. It is placed outside of the judiciary authority with the
supervision of it. After the agreement of the judiciary authority, the
mediator does take the necessary procedure, between the victim and
offender.

The criminal mediation is a model of the restorative justice for
reducing of criminal lawsuits. It participates with the traditional criminal
justice in fighting the crimes.

Criminal mediation is one of the modern methods which is
expressed of the contemporary criminal Policy. It is expressed a new style
of the criminal procedure and interested in the victim. It takes the Policy
of negotiation between the criminal and the victim through the mediator.

Criminal mediation is one of the restorative and compensative
Justice example which depends on the idea of the compensation of
victim before starting of the criminal lawsuit .It aims at the restoration of
the offender, reduce the criminal lawsuits , and activate and develop the

spirit of consent and excuse between the offender and the victim.



The present study is divided into two parts, part one is named the
definition of criminal mediation. Part one consists of two chapters,
chapter one named the definition of the criminal mediation which deals
with the historical view, the forms of the criminal mediation, Its
specifications and the distinction between the criminal mediation and
other procedural legal systems like conciliation and criminal settlement.

Chapter two is addressed the nature of the criminal mediation and
Its base and the role of the criminal mediation in criminal policy. Chapter
two deals the social, Administrative, contractual, mixed nature of the
criminal mediation in section one.

Section two sheds light on the philosophical and legal base of the
criminal mediation.

Section three deals with the role the criminal mediation in criminal
policy . part two is addressed the rule of criminal mediation and its
applications. Also, part two is consist of two chapters, chapter one is
named the determination of the criminal mediation in two section. Section
one studies the objective and formal conditions of the criminal mediation.

Section two deals with the practical field of the criminal mediation
like sorts of criminal mediation crimes, the role of mediator in
negotiations, and the parties of the criminal mediation (public
prosecution, victim and the offender).

Chapter two is named the procedures of the criminal mediation and
Its effect to the criminal action.
