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As for the first chapter, it came to define the vocabulary of the study and
the reasons for the differences of the hadith scholars: It contains two
sections: In the first, we talked about the meaning of the cause and the
definition of the imams and their books, and the second section: to know
the reasons for the differences of the hadith scholars in explaining the

hadiths and judging them.

As for the second chapter, it came to clarify the difference between
Imam Bukhari and the two Imams Abu Hatim or Abu Zur'ah on the
narrators and sending the chains of transmission and their connection: It
also contains two sections: The first: to clarify the difference in

identifying the person of the narrator and judging him, and the second
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section: to clarify the difference in sending the chains of transmission

and their connection.

The third and final chapter: It came to clarify the difference between
Imam Al-Bukhari and the two Imams Abu Hatim or Abu Zar’ah in
preferring the methods and texts. It contains two sections: The first: to
clarify the difference in the methods of the hadith and preferring them,
and the second section: to clarify the difference in the text of the hadith,
then a conclusion that included: the most important results that |
reached through this study, in addition to some recommendations and

suggestions.

Summary of the message

This message addressed an important topic of the topics of the science
of the causes of hadith, which is the study of the difference between the
great scholars of hadith, namely Imam al-Bukhari (may Allah have
mercy on him) in his book Sahih and the two imams Abu Hatim or Abu
Zar'ah (may Allah have mercy on them), in the book of causes by lbn
Abi Hatim. There is no doubt that these books are among the most
important books of hadith and criticism. This message aims to collect
the critical statements mentioned by Abu Hatim or Abu Zar'ah about a
group of hadiths and agreed that these hadiths were included by al-

Bukhari in his Sahih, to clarify the reasons for this difference, and the
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argument of each statement and its evidence based on the indications of
preference and the statements of the imams of the science of causes, in
addition to the graduation and clarification of the evidence and follow—
ups, and the biographies of the narrators, which support each of these
statements, then coming out with the result of preferring the correct
statement, so this message came under the title: (Hadiths included by
al-Bukhari in his Sahih and declared weak by Ibn Abi Hatim in his book
of causes from the book of boundaries to the end of the book — a critical

study).

It included: an introduction and three chapters. The introduction
included: a statement of the title, its importance, the reasons for
choosing it, the plan of the thesis, a statement of the methodology in the

thesis, previous studies on the subject, and difficulties.
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
