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Abstract

The thesis was based on a preface and two chapters. The
preface included defining the concepts of the title of the thesis
(artistic construction/fantasy novel) and then a presentation on the
novel and the author to develop the conception upon which we base
the narrative analysis.

The first chapter came to study (the elements of artistic
construction) with an introduction and two sections. The first topic
was devoted to the study of (character building) in terms of its types:
the miraculous personality, the central personality, the secondary
personality and its dimensions: the external dimension, the internal
dimension: intellectual and psychological, and the social dimension,
and its dialogue: external dialogue and internal dialogue Narrative
dialogue and character rhythm. The second topic included a study
(building the event) in terms of initiation: narrative initiation,
descriptive initiation, dialogic initiation, and conclusion: the scenic
conclusion, the news conclusion, the summary conclusion, and the
construction of the event in terms of determining the time and place
of the event, framing the narrative material, the development of
narrative events and the rhythm of the event.

The second chapter came to study (The Elements of Narrative
Space) with an introduction and two sections. The first topic was
devoted to the study of (the construction of space-time) in terms of
its formats: the ascending temporal sequence, the descending
temporal pattern, and the order of time: retrieval, anticipation and
acceleration of time: summary, deletion and rhythm of time, and
place in terms of its geography: Natural place / industrial place,
public place / private place, open place / closed place, description of
the place: simple description / complex description, applied
description / expressive description, objective description /
subjective description. The composition of the place: the domestic
place / the hostile place, the historical place / the immediate place,
and the theatrical place / the cosmic place.

The second topic came to study (construction of the novel) in terms
of vision at the level of time: historical time, cosmic time, rhythm of
place, psychological time, and vision at the level of place: horizontal
vision / vertical vision, vision from the whole to the part / vision
from the part to the whole, vision Holistic/fractional vision, and



narrative vision at the level of characters and events in space-time:
rear view, shared vision, and external vision.

The thesis adopted an analytical study of the artistic
construction of the novel (Frankenstein in Baghdad) by Ahmed
Saadawi for the elements of artistic construction and elements of the
narrative space to reveal the artistic and aesthetic values and elicit
the implications that resulted from them.
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
