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ABSTRACT

Recently there was the term of “states” building to extent that
includes implications of multiple objectives and goals. The emergence of
states building was accompanied with the breakdown of the Soviet
Union, and the termination of the cold war and the two poles system, as
well as to the emergence of the one pole system under the united states
leadership.

The building of a state imply the usage of armed force after
conflict to motivate the transformation to democracy, as democracy,
freedom, and respecting human rights are the goal of state’s building
process, especially these processes were a result of causes such as internal
conflict in some countries, while others were a result of the aggression on
the sovereignty of other countries such as occupation.

The continues aggression on the sovereignty of countries, the
human rights and the international peace and safety pushed the
international community to intervene in order to achieve more useful and
effective goals, and this led to a practical amending to the principle of
unintervention which is contained in the (12" article of the 7™ paragraph)
of the covenant and moving to the principle of the right of intervention,
that intervention which is formed in the sentence and legal basis that
allowed it and make it legal, especially when its aim is building a state on
the base of freedom, equality and respecting human rights.

Today, the international community depends upon adopting
international policies based on racism and multiple standards, and this
will make the international organization an important tool to achieve the
duties of building states, and will make the great countries an effective

technique to lead the states’ building process.



The great countries and the united nations had developed
techniques to build states, and these techniques are extracted from
different their very different nature and ability, as the united nations is an
international organization, and depends entirely upon the states members
in it, as by these members it achieve the building of states, and the united
states is the only power in the world, and it has a great resources of its
own, as well as it has the ability to reach the resource of many other
countries and institutions.

In general, the role of international community in building state is
going beyond the achieving the stability of the country which is
reestablished, and also motivating establishing an elected native
government to lead the central management for this country, as well as to
