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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research is to build an educational program
for the development of psychological courage among the students of
Mosul University. To achieve the objectives of the research, 4 basic
hypotheses were formulated and (12) sub-hypotheses. After defining the
concept of psychological bravery and its fields, The results of the
statistical analysis showed that the level of psychological courage of the
students of the University of Mosul in general reached an average of
(90,6867) and a standard deviation (13,30285), which is lower than the
default average of the scale of (100) ) While the students of the Faculty of
Computer Science and Mathematics got a mat (3974.77) degree, with a
standard deviation of (24675.10) degree on the level of psychological
courage, which is the lowest average of other colleges They were chosen
to submit to the educational program for the development of
psychological courage, which was prepared by the researcher and consists
of (12) sessions and after verifying the procedures of honesty by
presenting the program to (18) arbitrators. The program began on
Tuesday (4/3/2018) The test was carried out on Monday (16/4/2018) by
adopting a experimental design that includes two equal groups
(experimental and control). After controlling the external variables and
making the parallels between them, they were subjected to measurement
(tribal / post) Then the educational program was applied to the
experimental group and the data were analyzed and the results were
shown. 1. There was a statistically significant difference of the
psychological courage scores for the mean scores of the post-test scores
between the four research groups and for the female experimental group.
2. There is a statistically significant difference of the psychological
courage scores for the mean scores of the development scores among the
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four groups. (4) There was a statistically significant difference between
the two groups (control and experimental), regardless of the sex variable
and for the experimental group. Yen in favor of females of the
experimental group has reached research to a number of conclusions
which

1. Although the results confirm the high percentages of the average grade
of development in favor of the experimental group (females), this does
not mean that the members of the experimental group (males) did not
benefit from the sessions of the educational program. Both groups
achieved high levels of development. Statistical significance. 2. The
female is more likely to withstand life-threatening crises than men. The

researcher recommended a set of recommendations and proposals.
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
