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Abstract

Education is one of the most important topics that have a significant impact on
the development and growth processes in the countries of the world. It is the most
important concern of these countries. It has attracted great attention by countries
wishing to improve their economic and social reality. Used in education and at any
level of development, and how it contributes to the development of workers'
capacities to increase productivity. The fundamental problem is that the reliance on
classical teaching methods and the lack of introduction of modern techniques in
education to schools, This fact leads to a decline in the efficiency of educational
performance, in addition to the lack of training courses to qualify the teaching staff
to use the computer and modern techniques in the field of education.

Through education, skills are developed, advanced technologies are acquired and
work is done, thus increasing productivity and quality and thus achieving
competition in the global markets.

Therefore, it is necessary to conduct a study of the efficiency of the continuous
performance of the levels of education and knowledge that it has achieved its
objectives or that led to the advancement of educational reality.

The comparative analytical approach was used to observe the performance of the
schools in Wana district by presenting data on the standards of the educational
process and then developing the appropriate solutions to improve the educational
reality.

The study reached the following results:

There are no studies to train the workers in Wana schools and their qualifications,
as no training course was established for any worker in this field. The proportion of
teachers and teachers with higher degrees 1s also very low and sometimes lacking
in school staff. This indicates a lack of interest in increasing levels of education,
which the country is generally suffering from

The amount of government expenditure on each student, whether for primary or
secondary, was found to be insufficient, as it is going in the opposite direction to
success rates. Thus, this agreement does not pay off because it does not spend on



developing any production process. Education, and that all available means are
traditional and underdeveloped.

That the schools in Wana district suffer from a decline in the efficiency of their
performance, and this is the result of the lack of introduction of modern
technologies in education, and the lack of training courses and adequate
rehabilitation of the educational staff, and the unwillingness of the residents of the
region to learn as a result of their involvement in the work are young.
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
