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ABSTRACT

Since this aspect has to be
grammatically explored, it will deal with Abo Ja'ffer Al-Nahas's (338 A.H.)
expoundation of the famous nine poems who is concerned with grammar and
parsing. This genre is believe to be suitable field to demonstrate this important
phenomenon of Arabic. These poems 'Al-Nualqat' are typically written in
standard Arabic. This fact in itself elimmates the doubt that any possibility

would be arrived at with hesitation. On the contrary, the possibility is a means of
