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Abstract

The goal of the research is to identify the effectiveness of the cube
strategy (six faces) in the ability of fourth-grade literary students to analyze

literary texts and develop their positive thinking.

Furthermore, to achieve the goal of the research. Hence, the researcher
formulated three hypotheses: the first: related to the effectiveness of the cube
strategy in the ability of fourth-grade literary students to analyze literary texts.
The second: related to the development of positive thinking among the
experimental and control groups. While, the third hypothesis related to the
level among the averages of the two applications, before and after, in the
variable of positive thinking. For the experimental group. As for the research
sample, it was intentionally selected from the research community and
consisted of students of the fourth literary grade in (Granada High School for
Girls) in the city of Kirkuk, for the second course in the academic year (2020-
2021), and the total of its members was (66) students, and this sample was
distributed to Two experimental and control groups, which included two
divisions, consisted of (33) female students for the experimental group who
studied according to the cube strategy, and (33) female students in the control

group who studied in the usual way.

The researcher used the experimental method with equal groups, and
conducted the process of parity among the members of these groups in a
number of variables, including: intelligence quotient, Arabic language scores
for the first course, age in months, parents' educational level, and tribal

motivation scale.
The experimental group was taught according to the cube strategy, while the
control group was taught using the usual method used by the researcher.

To achieve the goal of the research, this required the construction of two
methods, the first is a test to analyze the literary text as a research tool after the
researcher verified the validity and stability of the test, and the second method
is the positive thinking test, and it may be in its final form of (40) paragraphs
distributed over five spaces, each field divided into eight Paragraphs, the test

was characterized by honesty and reliability.

After preparing the teaching plans and the two methods, the researcher
applied the experiment electronically through the educational platforms in the
second course of the academic year (2020/2021) dated (25/4/2021) and
continued for a full course, with two lessons per week, so that the total of the
total lessons is (16) for each group After completing the experiment on
(23/6/2016), the literary text analysis test was applied on (Sunday)
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corresponding to (27/6/2021) and the Positive Thinking Scale afterwards
on (Monday) corresponding to (28/6/2021) on my group. search. After
collecting the data and analyzing it statistically using two-way analysis of

variance, the results showed the following:

1. There is no statistically significant difference at the significance
level (0.05) between the average ability of the experimental and

control group students in analyzing literary texts.

2. .There is no statistically significant difference at the level of
significance (0.05) between the average growth of positive thinking
among the members of the experimental and control groups.

3. There is no statistically significant difference at the level of
significance (0.05) between the averages of the two applications,

before and after, in the variable of positive thinking.

In light of the results of the research, the researcher came out with a
number of conclusions, including the effectiveness of the cube strategy
(six faces) in the ability of fourth-grade literary students to analyze
literary texts and develop their positive thinking. The researcher also
recommended a number of recommendations, including the establishment
of training courses for teachers of Arabic language for the secondary
stage and urging them on the use of modern strategies in teaching,
including this strategy (the cube strategy), and to complement this

research, the researcher put forward proposals for future research.
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
