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Abstract

There 1s no doubt that colure has been studied so much by the scholars of
various fields . So, a group of studies have made it a basic axis whether at the
application or theoretical level. These studies cover various sciences, knowledge
and interests , first of which are the scientific studies: chemical, physical and
another study that relates to the framework of colour employment in various
fields like medicine , psychological analysis , propaganda , advertisement and
lighting . On the field of the linguistic studies , the references have pervaded
with interesting colour details that characterize the linguists with description
accuracy and high visual sense and give Arabic language a comprehensive and
central presence.

Thus, this study, entitled (the technical employment of colour in the
poetry of Assiri Arrafaa), attempts to study colour as a sensory element of
forming image and scene via high organized technical images, to his first roots.
It attempts also to have a look at the employer from the parts of basic and
unessential colour departments. Therefore, I chose the poetry of this poet as a
subject matter for the old relationship that connects me with his poetry when I
was at the preparatory year of Ph.D. courses . So, I have a look on the
researches that concern the poet. I admired his poetry a lot. In every return , |
feel that he describes beyond the describers’ description, especially, in the field
of colour . Thus, I have decided to study deeply this poet . So , my desire is the

If there is an obstacle in front of the researcher who studies the technical
employment of colour in the poetry of Assiri Arrafaa , it relates to adopting the
scientific methodology , i.e. how the poet express an idea by implying colour
via an aesthetic frame which is adopted by the study with taking into account
the selective analytical methodology that intends on rhetoric techniques ,
grammar and assistant sciences like psychology, sociology and other modern
sciences via demonstrating the creativity elements in the poetry of the poet. The
methodology may be an attempt to study the technical employment of colour in

Thus, the study has included three chapters preceded by an introduction ,
preface and followed by a conclusion . The introduction has dealt with colour
linguistically and terminologically and the psychological and technical
reference of colour.

In addition to have a look at the poets’
life. The first chapter entitled “ the fields of colour employment in the poetry of
Assiri Arrafaa “ includes four topics : the first ( colour in mans’ scenes ) ,the
second ( colour in the scenes of gardens, flowers and fruits ), the third ( colour
in the scenes of night, stars and morning ) and the fourth ( colour in the animals’
scenes).
