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Abstract

The current research aims to identify the impact of the strategies of
the included and discrete cognition stimulants on the achievement of the
second intermediate grade female students of the Arabic language
curriculum and the development of their linguistic fluency.

The research was limited to second-grade middle school students in
the Nineveh Governorate Center for the academic year ( 2021-2022).

The researcher adopted the experimental design of two equal groups,
as the research sample consisted of (63) female students who were
distributed into two groups, the first experimental group consisted of (31)
students who were studied according to the strategies of cognitive
stimulants, and the second control group consisted of (32) students who
were studied according to traditional way, In Nineveh Governorate for the
first semester of the school year (2021-2022), the researcher conducted an
equivalence process for the two groups in a few variables (grades of female
students in the Arabic language for the previous year, the general average
for the previous school year, age in months, intelligence quotient, tribal
language fluency test, educational level For parents) for the two middle
schools (Al-Hadba and Al-Ramah), and the researcher supervised the
application of the experiment.

The research required preparing two tools: the first tool, the
linguistic fluency test, which consists of (20) paragraphs for four language
levels (verbal, association, expression, intellectual), and the second tool is
the achievement test, which may consist of (30) paragraphs and for the
following topics (the five names, morphological balance, Subjunctive,
Absolute Objective, Exception with (except)), To ensure the validity of the
two tools, the researcher presented them to a group of experts and
arbitrators to identify the apparent validity and content validity, and then

apply them to the exploratory sample to measure the discriminatory power
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and to determine the time and clarity of its paragraphs. As for the
achievement test tool, it was also applied to an exploratory sample to
measure the difficulty level of the paragraphs.

And the discriminatory power, and the effectiveness of the wrong
alternatives, and the stability coefficient of the collection tool was extracted
with the equation (Kuder-Rechard son_20).

The value of the reliability coefficient reached (0.82), which is
acceptable for the two tests. After preparing the teaching plans and
preparing the two tools, the researcher applied the experiment on
Wednesday (17/11/2021) and continued to apply it to the research sample,
until Saturday (15/1/ 2022). The results showed the following:

1. There is a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average scores of the members of the experimental group that
was studied according to the strategies of stimulants of cognition and the
average scores of the members of the control group that were studied
according to the usual method in the achievement test and in favor of the
members of the experimental group.

2. There is a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average scores of the experimental group members that were
studied according to the strategies of cognition stimulants and the average
scores of the control group members that were studied according to the
usual method in the pre and post tests in language fluency skills and in
favor of the experimental group members.

3. There is a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average scores of the experimental group members that were
studied according to the strategies of cognitive stimulants in the pre and
post tests in language fluency skills and in favor of the post test.

The statistical methods that have been adopted are: t-test for two

independent samples, t-test for two related samples, chi-square test,
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difficulty equation, discrimination equation, Couder-Richardson equation
(K-20), Facronbach equation, and the equation for the effectiveness of
alternatives.
In light of the research results, the researcher reached the following
conclusions:
1. The use of cognition stimulants strategies have an impact on
raising the achievement of the Arabic language curriculum (grammar) for

second-grade students and developing their linguistic fluency.
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
