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ABSTRACT

The Iraqi feminist novel has witnessed a qualitative
development in tackling the issues and the subjects which have
been under wraps, beyond silence, to the female rebellion and her
interrogation through the forbidden issues (politics, religion and
sex. This treatment 1is completely inseparable from the social
reference as an expression of human inspiration and distress.
Woman had a referential vision having a thinking of enlightenment
reflected by her handling of the issues of the time exposing and
dismantling the damaged cultural patterns. She treated these
issues with an open and mature mind that penetrated the taboo
despite its sanctity and privacy in viral societies. We adopted the
mechanism of choice and selection of the sample which included
forty-one fictions of different Iraqi female writers for the period
from 1991-2018. This 1s due to several reasons ,first, historically,
the social, political, and cultural changes have taken place in Iraqi
society had a clear impact on Iraqi women production.
Objectively, Iraqgi women production began to be mature
technically and increased in quantity and quality after 1995, as it
formed a phenomenon that resurfaced and was processed in the
light of cultural data. In order to achieve the present study, it
contains an introduction and forward, three chapters, a conclusion

and a preliminary. The forward has two axes the first one is a



theoretical approach and the second one is entitled Feminism a
problematic concept. The first chapter entitled Political
Insurrection contains three axes. The first one is entitled as
intellectuals, power problems and differences, feminism and
postcolonialism, and media and globalization policy. As for
chapter two, its title is Religious and Physical Rebellion, and the
religious rebellion included two axes of rebellion against religion,
and rebellion within the religious establishment. The physical
rebellion has been treated through three axes of body possession,
body giving, and lesbianism. The third chapter, which is entitled
"Women and Society," contains various intellectual issues tackled
by several axes, including the Other, women in cultural heritage,

and feminist biotics.

Finally, the conclusion contains the most important findings
with the bibliography of the Iraqi feminist novel from 1948-2019

in which we presented the Iraqi feminist production.
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
