dealt with the classification of land prices for in three basics kinds. The
first kind is about analyzing the prices of the commercial lands, Where
land prices were analyzed according to been made of lands prices
according of conditions and commercial tapes and axes to several types
like specialized commercial tapes, commercial tapes on the main streets
and commercial tapes inside the residential neighborhoods. And this
classification included each kind separately. Then it deals with analyzing
of variation in contrast commercial lands prices of the two sides of the
city, also there is a comparison about these prices of actual estimate with
the official one. The second kind involved which include prices the with
official estimates of residential lands, were it in this part was an analyzed
has made about the prices of resident's lands according of the city's
neighborhoods by its two sides to the prices of the lands in the poor
residents. Then the prices of the lands in the medium neighborhoods and
beside it the prices of lands in the high- quality residents' neighborhoods.
And this analyses includes each side of the city's sides alone.Then A
study was made on the variation of residential lands had been made
between on both sides of the city, and a comparing about the official
department prices of the official offices with the actual estimates for the
residents' lands. The third kind is about the analyze of the commercial
lands prices which represented by(Altaameem industry) in the left side of
Mosul and industry of( Wady-Oukab,) (Master Ghanem) and the (old
industry) in the right side of Mosul. Also, this kind talks dealt with
comparing of the industry land prices, the commercial lands according on
the nearly of estates offices with its official government prices. Then the
analyze of the price contrast of commercial lands prices between the right
side and the left side of the city. Also, this study also concerned with
analyzing of the effect of these prices on the city's morphology and its
urban design. The study reached the following finding of the superiority
of the left side in the high prices of lands in a high-level compared with
the prices of the right- side lands. And this increase in prices includes the
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residential, industrial and commercial lands' prices On the level of the
residents' lands in the left side bigger than the right side. And this happen
because some reasons. And one of these reasons is there are many
residents' neighborhoods in the left side and they are Planned
neighborhoods with great economic and commercial weight reflected in
their high prices, as well as the left side's possession of the largest
proportion of commercial tapes and axes, which contributed to attracting
commercial and functional investments more than they are on the right
side. These tapes reflected their effects on residential and commercial
land prices, which rose at greater levels than they were. The attic is next
to the right city, and there is a clear impact of geographical factors,
whether natural, human, economic and other factors, on the variation in
land prices at the level of neighborhoods of one side and at the level of
the city in general. It was also found that land prices have an effect on the

morphology of the city and it is urban extend beside the other variables.
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
