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Abstract

Since the existence of a geopolitical regression in the demographic
indicators between the Zionist entity and the neighboring Arab countries,
this affects the elements of human power and hence is reflected in the
elements of the overall power of the state. The significance of the study
lies in studying the temporal and spatial variation of demographic
indicators, that have implications for the power of the state concerning
the population structure patterns, and geopolitical implications of human
development indicators and trends. This research aims to study the
population power in size, growth, distribution, and demographic and
economic composition, in which it possible to understand the nature of
the demographic data for the population of the Zionist entity and the
neighboring Arab countries, besides, its importance in political planning
for development, and its relationship to the status of economic and social
states, in light of the historical approach and the way of force analysis ,
and to get out with a result that determines the geopolitical weight of the
Zionist entity according to a comparative geopolitical analysis with the
neighboring Arab countries, in addition, to determine the strengths and
weaknesses in human development indicators (education, health, income)
and compare the time evolution of the arrangement of the Zionist entity
and the neighboring Arab countries, that reflects the amount of
development and the political system to strengthen the state in its regional
and global surroundings. The study is divided into three chapters. The
first chapter discusses the geopolitical dimensions of the population in
terms of size, growth, and distribution in terms of following up the
temporal development of population size and population growth in its two
branches (natural growth and migration), by studying the distribution of
the population over the country’s area, and through indicators of

determining strengths and weaknesses in the form of the current
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distribution.The second chapter is devoted to the composition of the
demographic and ethnographic population to determine the impact of the
characteristics of the population on the geopolitical dimensions of the
state. The third chapter deals with the indicators of human development
and its geopolitical implications, which in total formed indicators that
highlight the strengths or weaknesses in the body of each country. The
study found several conclusions, including that the population size in the
Zionist entity 1s small, it reached 8.6 million people for the year 2020 and
this is not adequate with its area, which amounts to 22,070 km2. This led
to the emergence of the phenomenon of severe geopolitical regressions,
and as long as the size of the population has some relationship with the
relative strength of states, so, this is the most prominent concern and fear
of the Zionist entity, in addition to the great disparity between the Zionist
entity and the Arab states in light of human development indicators and
trends, which are strengths of the Zionist entity. While the neighboring
Arab states, they are weak points in their body, which are represented in
the demographics of the population and its variables (size, growth,
population structure, human development indicators) in the lack of
governing policies to direct the state in the right direction and the

political, military and economic situations together .
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
