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ABSTRACT

Letters have great importance in literary history, and they have a
prominent position and have become a reference for many scholars and
writers, so it is more appropriate for studies to flow in them to discover
what is new in them, and to learn about the elements of creativity and
know how to form and build this art. It reflects the political, social and
cultural reality, as well as our desire in studying an art of Andalusian
literature, because Andalusia has a special place in our souls, as an Arab
Islamic  civilization emerged intellectually, economically and

constructionally in a bright period of the life of Andalusia.

Hence our desire was to stand at one of the most important writers
of Andalusia, the prose poet and lover imprisoned minister (Ibn Zaydun)
and to know the reality of his life and his era, because the letters are an
honest tool that expresses reality, and let us learn about the literary,
intellectual and rhetorical level, his culture and knowledge, as well as
getting to know the what his letters contain of connotations, patterns and

metre, as well as to identify the methods of forming his letters.

We are trying to show the elements of creativity and the features of
Ibn Zaydun's style in composing his letters. The thesis came according to
its academic plan and consisted of four chapters, preceded by a preface
and an introduction followed by the conclusion and where the sources
and references are. The preface included two parts: the first, in which we
dealt with the concept of artistic construction, linguistically and
idiomatically, and the second part, in which we dealt with the art of
letters and its development in the era of sects. The first chapter was
entitled (The Elements of the Zaydun Letter), and it included three

sections: the first was entitled 'The opening of the letters', the second was
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entitled 'Presentation of the letters' and the third included the conclusion
of the letters, and the second chapter was entitled (The Picture in Ibn
Zaydun’s Letters), which in turn was distributed among two sections
dealt with (Rhetorical improvements), and the third chapter was entitled
(Language and Style in Ibn Zaydun’s Letters), which in turn was divided
into two sections. It included three sections, the first (the religious
tributary), the second (the literary tributary) and the third (the tributary of
historical figures and scientific terms that Ibn Zaydun invoked in his

letters).
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
