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Abstract

The study of the Indian army and its formations during era of the
Islamic Sultanate is considered one of the important studies, and because
of the lack of scientific studies on that period, which extends between

(602-932 / 12061526) as the Indian subcontinent ruled by five Muslim
families for more than (three) centuries.

Most of the studies concerned the political and cultural aspects at
the expense of the military role of these families, although there were
some brief references to the army in this period, but they were not enough
to give us a clear picture of the Indian army in an attempt to shed more
light on this aspect because of its importance in The history of these
families in particular and the history of Islamic India in general.

The introduction included an introduction, a prelude and four
chapters, as well as the conclusion and appendixes. The preface included
an overview of the conditions of India and the conditions of the army
prior to the era of the Islamic Sultanate.

The first chapter cusstomize the formation of the army in three
sections. The first section was a review of the military leadership, in
which we referred to the Sultan and his role in directing battles and
guidance. We also discussed the army commander, officers and military
ranks, and the system of promotion.

The second section dealt with the military and administrative
functions, where we have focused on (Indians, Turks, slaves (children -
Mamluks), Arab, Khulj, Afghans, Persians, and other elements (such as
Kerah khataecoun and Tajiks). The third section dealt with administrative
and military functions.)).

The second chapter focused on weapons, equipment, and
firefighting. In the first section we eat weapons, which ranged from
Individual weapons, such as sword, spear, archer, arrow, stiletto,
freedom, (Weapons), as well as the sources of salting, as well as firearms,
such as oil and gunpowder, the study also revealed the equipment, such as
war clothing, armor, joshen, gear, and the helmet, as well as the sources
of hinting.

The second section dealt with the military types such as the
warriors, the cavalry, the infantry, the shooters, the Mongols, the snakes,
the volunteers, the branches attached to them like the spies (military
Intelliegetce), the military engineering, the reconnaissance forces,
Owners of drums and horns, and owners of flags and flags.

The third section while treated administrative services, where we
dealt with transport, catering, medicine, the army bureau, the post office,
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wages and salaries, expenses, the prisoners and booty, training and
recruitment, as well as woman's participation in fighting.

The third chapter deals with methods of fighting and military plans.
It included three sections. The first section dealt with different methods of
fighting, the second dealt with military fortifications, and the third one
ended with the use of animals in combat.

he fourth chapter deals with the mention of military tasks and is
divided into two sections. The first section includes internal tasks such as
tasks with political reasons, tasks with economic reasons, tasks with
strategic reasons, and tasks with religious reasons.

The second section includes external tasks, which included the
naval missions (Indian fleet), and external attacks.

The study was based on a number of sources and references more
than four hundred between Arabic and foreign, Persian and Urdu, and we
will present the most important of these books, which had the largest role
and basis in the completion of the research.
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
