The texts of international law came to ensure respect for human dignity
during armed conflict and one of the most important of those principles that
included this law is the principle of military necessity, which is the principle

bounded by many conditions that guarantee the protection of human rights
during international and internal armed conflicts, The study also touched on
the extent to which international alliances exceed this principle during
international conflicts.

The study also shows the negative impact of bypassing the principle of
military necessity in the health and education sector, which adversely
affects people, especially children, women, relief and medical personnel,
journalists and reporters, as well as other individuals.
