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ABSTRACT

The issue of providing legal protection to minorities and enabling them to

exercise their human rights remains one of the most important issues for
research and study, especially since most of the countries of the world today are
multi-ethnic and nationalistic countries that include various minorities,
religious, linguistic, racial, etc., The problem of minorities and providing
protection for them and preventing discrimination between them from problems
that are not only the interest of the States, but the focus of attention of the
international community as a whole, especially in its international, The United
Nations, the European Union and the Organization of American States (OAS).
Annual reports and studies from these organizations confirm that the rights of
minorities continue to be severely undermined in many parts of the world, with
the approval of national governments or other groups of the majority that try to
eliminate minorities and obliterate their own identity And exhausting their
human rights. The first thing that is raised by the research on this issue is the
definition of the concept of minorities and its dependence on political, social
and economic aspects As well as the legal aspects of the problems, as well as
the lack of legal studies on the problem of minorities and mechanisms of
protection at the national level, where we note the abundance of books,
research, studies, master's thesis and doctoral dissertations that examine this
problem, but in its international aspects, ie from the point of international
public law. Therefore, we have studied this subject in terms of internal laws by
following the analytical approach through which we study the concept of
minorities and the rights that they enjoy in constitutions and internal laws in
order to draw the foundations of the idea of constitutional and criminal
protection of the rights of civil and political minorities. Ensure their rights and
