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Abstract

The epoch of prophethood which extended for twenty three years
since the revealer (Gabriel) discordance on prophet Mohammad (peace be
up him ) till his death . This epoch has two sources: the holly Quran and
Traditions (Sunna). The question here then is what was the roles of the
messenger's companions in that epoch ? The messenger's companions, as
we know, had lived that time not only in their physical entities but also in
their thought , attitudes and sprits, thus creative deeds and achievements
had been made by those companions which were eventually accepted by
the prophet . These achievements become the bases and principles of the
Islamic rules besides the Holy Quran and Traditions (sunna).

Therefore the messenger's companions were considered as one
entity in their speech and work in this present life and the life to come.
Such deeds had increased and developed with in the sequence of Muslim
times and eventually encouraged non — Muslims to enter Islam. They then
started practicing Islamic religious duties: praying, fasting, alms giving
and other Muslim duties concerning their every — day life such as
inferitance, loans and other social civil and family services. All these
social services were offered for Muslims and non — Muslims . This thesis
also tackled concepts and issues related to marriage of the messenger's
companions. These issues represented the main Islamic principles of
building the Muslim family and its requirements. The messenger's
companions had also paid great and intensive attention to their ties among
each other in terms of respect and cooperation on hand and their ties with
the non — Muslims such as the Jewish and Christian people . The thesis
ended with the attitude of these companions towards the establishment of
principles in building Islamic civilization in all aspects of life, the

principles that led to create string individual Islamic personality.
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
