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Abstract

The aim of the research is to identify the effectiveness of a training
program based on visual teaching strategies in developing recitation skills
and motivation for academic achievement among student/teachers in the
Department of Qur’anic Sciences. The population comprise (157) of the
fourth year male and female students in the Qur’anic Department for the
academic year (2021-2022), and the research sample amounted to (40)
male and female students who were committed to attending all sessions
throughout the duration of the experiment. Training plans for the sessions
that amounted to (6) sessions, one session per week, in addition to
formulating two null hypotheses:

} - There is no statistically significant difference between the mean of
the difference in the pre and posttests among the student-teachers in the
Department of Quranic Sciences who were trained according to the
training program in developing recitation skills.

2- There is no statistically significant difference between the mean of the
difference in the pre and post tests for student- teachers in the Department
of Quranic Sciences who were trained according to the training program
in developing academic achievement motivation.

The researcher prepared two tools, the first consisted of a test to measure
recitation skills consisting of (64) items, and their face validity was
verified by showing them to a group of experts and arbitrators, and after
applying them to a pilot sample consisting of (30) fourth-year students in
the Department of Quran Sciences, College of Education for girls, and its
psychometric properties were verified. The second tool is a tool for
measuring the level of academic achievement motive, consisting of (40)
items. Adopting it in the recitation skills test, and after collecting,
correcting and analyzing data statistically by using the T-test for an
independent sample, the results showed the following:

1- There is a statistically significant difference between the pre and
post recitation skills test in favor of the post test with the highest
calculated mean.

2- There 1s a statistically significant difference between the pre and
post academic achievement motivation scale in favor of the posttest
with the highest calculated mean.



In light of the research results, the researcher came out with a set of
conclusions, recommendations and suggestions:

The effectiveness of a training program based on visual teaching
strategies in developing the recitation skills of student teachers in the
Department of Qur’anic Sciences, and the training situations presented by
the program made teaching recitation interesting and removed
misconceptions as it relied only on recitation compared to the rest of the
study subjects, in addition to that the training program And the multiple
strategies included in it helped to identify modern strategies that would
raise the experience of male and female teachers on one hand, and
students on the other hand.

The researcher recommended directing the attention of the teachers of
the recitation subject to choosing the appropriate teaching strategies for
the students, as well as defining the prevailing activities and requirements
to clarify and facilitate the ambiguity of some concepts that may
accompany the presentation of the study material, because the training
process is more effective when the teaching strategies match the nature of
the content of the subject. Conducting a study on the effectiveness of a
training program based on differentiated education strategies in
developing the recitation skills of the students of the Department of
Quranic Sciences and developing their attitudes towards the subject of
recitation.
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
