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Abstract

The thesis entitled "Strategic Analysis of Irag's Role in the Regional and
International Environments: A Comparative Study with the German and
Japanese Experiences' came to study and analyze the role of Iraq in the
regional and international environments and compare it with both Germany and
Japan and benefit from the two experiences in dealing with change and
managing it, as the three countries entered a war and lost and were occupied
and changed democratically by the United States of America, although the
time difference is long between Iraq, Japan and Germany, the situation is
similar, so the study focused on strategic analysis conceptually and its
relationship in the comparative concepts, and the role of countries in the
regional and international environment, and touched on the traditional
(classical) and non-traditional (modern) strategic analysis evaluation tools, and
the strategic analysis focused on the two comparative experiences, the first of
which is Japanese change management, before, during and after World War 1I,
and the second is German change management before, during and after
World War Il, and as a result of an approach in Japanese—German-Iraqi
change management, and working on the strategic analysis of Iraq from the
perspective of international and regional approaches and comparisons during
and after the war, to identify the most important approaches that The decision
maker can benefit from it to get out of the static transitional phase, and restore
his role, position and regional and international influence. The study concluded
that building the interior is the basis for external interaction, so employing
capabilities, potentials and means to address imbalances and seize available
opportunities gives the state an effective and influential internal and external

strategy.
