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Abstract

Presented the study tagged "fees of power and social life in the
Andalusian court 138-316AH / 755-928 AD", in order to get acquainted
with the fees of authority and the manifestations of social life within the
Andalusian court and in order to identify an aspect of social life in
Andalusian society

The study included four chapters in addition to the introduction and
conclusion. The first chapter focused on defining the concept of authority,
linguistically and idiomatically, which contained many synonyms and
meanings, including the emirate and the sultan.
