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ABSTRACT

The present research aims to identify (strategy based on guided
imagination and its impact on the development of expressive
performance among the fourth grade students and the development

of their creative and linguistic students).

In order to achieve the objective of the research, the researcher
chose randomly Bilqis middle school for girls. In a random way, she
chose (A) to represent the experimental group that studied the expression
according to the guided visualization strategy and the B group to ensure

that the control group studied the expression in the usual way.

The sample of the study was (49) students, (24) students in
Division (A), and (25) students in Division (b). The researcher conducted
a statistical equivalence between the students of the two research groups
in the variables (the age of the female students calculated in months, the
grades of the Arabic language for the previous school year, the academic
achievement of the parents, the general average of the previous year and
the fluency test). And presented two model plans to selected experts and
specialized arbitrators to determine their validity and make amendments
to them. The researcher studied the two groups of research during the
period of the experiment, which lasted 12 weeks, and ended with the
application of the post-test of expression performance on 21/1/2018. The
researcher used the following statistical means: (TI test for two
independent samples, Pearson correlation coefficient, effect size). After

analyzing the result statistically, the researcher reached:

- There were statistically significant differences at the level of (0,05) in
expressive performance, as the students of the experimental group who
studied the expression according to the strategy of imagination, the
students of the control group, who studied the same article in the usual
way.
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- There were statistically significant differences at the level of (0,05) in
creative language fluency as the students of the experimental group

exceeded the students of the control group.

In light of the research results, the researcher recommended a

number of recommendations, including:

1. The Directorate General of Curricula in the Ministry of Education
should design part of the syllabus of the Arabic language, including the
expression material, which helps to implement the guided imagination

strategy.

2. The preparation and training unit of the Directorate General of
Education in Nineveh province should organize training courses for
teachers and teachers of Arabic language, including teaching with guided

visualization.

3. Introducing the strategy of imagination guided within the vocabulary
of Curriculum and teaching methods of the Department of Arabic

Language Faculty of Education for Human Sciences.

4 - The unit of preparation and continuing education at the University of
Mosul to train teaching and teaching the university on modern teaching

strategies, including the strategy of imagination guided.
The researcher suggested a number of proposals, including:

1. The effect of the use of guided imagination in the development of

reading skills among students of the fifth grade literary.

2. The impact of the use of the two strategies of guided imagination in the
development of expressive performance among students in the fifth

grade.



3. The effect of the use of the strategy of visualization in the performance

expression of the fifth grade students and their examination anxiety.

4. The impact of using the strategy of imagination guided in the
development of contemplative thinking among fourth grade students in

the expression.

5. The effect of the use of guided imagination in the motivation of the

fourth grade students towards the expression material.
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
