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Abstract

This letter referred to the statement of the role and effectiveness of
political doctrine in Turkey's foreign policy, as the political doctrine is
defined as a set of social, ideological and cultural ideas and perceptions
that constitute the whole system of political doctrine for the political
decision-maker in the state, and that affect the course and direction of
Turkish foreign behavior, especially after the establishment of AKP
power

(The letter tries to answer the questions that stem from the
following problem (what are the political principles and beliefs that
Turkey's foreign policy stems from? And how did these political values
and beliefs affect the directions of Turkey's foreign policy) ?, and the
letter tries to prove the hypothesis based on the aforementioned problem

That political beliefs and intellectual principles permanently affect
Turkey's foreign orientations, and the great change that its intellectual and
political system witnessed after 2011, and the Islamic current's survival in
dominating the Turkish political scene, which is based in its beliefs on
historical and Islamic legacies, values, and facts, will greatly affect the
directions of Turkish foreign policy Towards its regional environment,
especially after the arrival of Islamic currents to power in Turkey, which
bases the nature of its political and cultural faith on a number of legacies,
values, and historical and civilizational facts that it tried to employ in the
framework of the country's foreign policy, which greatly affected the
trends produced by Turkey's foreign policy. towards its regional
environment. The thesis concluded with results, the most prominent of
which were:

The system of political beliefs is affected by the intellectual,
ideological and psychological structure of the political decision-maker.

Hence, these influences cast a shadow over the nature of political
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decision-making.The political beliefs of the Turkish political elite
prompted the latter to change the premises of the country's foreign policy
in accordance with the nature of its expansionist intentions regionally, as
it resorted for a period of time to adopt flexible expansion, based on soft
diplomacy, and with their vision of the futility of continuing it, its
external behavior turned to expansion Steel based on military means, to

achieve the goals of the state and its national interests.
