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ABSTRACT

Euphemism is endemic in our society because it is part of language
customs; therefore, it has been in every culture. Every generation and every
culture develop their euphemism. Dysphemism is the use of negative
expressions instead of positive ones. A speaker uses them to humiliate or
degrade the disapproved person or character.

The objectives of this study are to find out the types and functions of
euphemism found in the political speeches of Donald Trump and Boris
Johnson in order to solve an obvious problem that is, it is not easy to
recognize the implicated meaning of euphemistic and dysphemistic
expressions without context which plays a vital role in this area. To use
euphemism and dysphemism, one has to violate at least one of the maxims
which gives rise to conversational implicature. Thus, euphemism and
dysphemism as a pragmatic mechanism reflects the organic interlock
between politeness and conversational maxims. Thus, one has to infer
depending on context asking: Why do people use different expressions
having the same meaning? Or why do they choose some and leave others?
i.e., why do they use euphemism and dysphemism? the concepts of
euphemism and dysphemism can pose problems to the reader and hearer in
terms of interpreting and giving functions.

This research is designed by using descriptive qualitative method .The
data are analyzed inductively through the observation done by the researcher
himself. The key instrument of the current study is the researcher
himself. First, categorizing the data based on the types and functions of
euphemism and dysphemism. Second, discussing and interpreting the data
for each category based on theory of Leech’s (1983) politeness principles.

And the last step is discussing the whole data sources and concluding the



result of the analysis to find out the types and functions of euphemism and
dysphemism.

As the result, the present study found the main findings of this study
included first of all, the types of euphemism and dysphemism which
appeared most frequently in the political speeches of Donald Trump and
Boris Johnson, were, Positive, metaphorical, negative, circumlocution, and
hyperbole in the case of euphemisms, and those euphemisms do function
considerably in the political speeches of Donald Trump and Boris Johnson n,
for they can avoid taboo and make a contribution to refinement,
concealment, politeness, and compliment in one hand ,and on the other
hand, conventional, general and insults dysphemisms are the most
frequently used to perform many functions, such as to emphasize
something or some condition, to state and represent a very bad thing or

condition and to humiliate others.
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
