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ABSTRACT

The Iran-Iraq war was as a result of the accumulation of the regional
problems in the Middle East that war was described as a war without an
end... The conflicting ideas between the political regime in Iraq and the
political Islamic regime in Iran - which came to power after the outbreak of
the Iranian revolution- led to a war lasted for eight years 1980-1988 causing
financial crises as well as that previous problems between Iran and Iraq
which were existed before the Iranian revolution in 1979.

The Iran-Iraq war affected a number of neighboring countries,
including Turkey, which shares a historical heritage and has neighborly
relations with both countries. Turkey took a seemingly neutral attitude
towards this war instead of joining one side of either country.

The importance of this study comes from the fact that it is one of the
recent studies that sheds light on Turkey’s position towards the Iraq-Iran
war, in which it had a political active role. Turkey deliberately exchanged
visits with Iraq and Iran

Economically, it exploited many measures to move the wheel of the
Turkish economy as well as using the war as a card to impose Turkey's
regional position.

The study is divided into five chapters , the first chapter is an
introductory chapter entitled (Turkey's foreign relations with Iraq and Iran
since the establishment of the republic until 1979 AD)) : The first section
includes: (Iraqi-Turkish relations 1923-1979), and the second deals with
(Turkish-Iranian relations 1923-1979).

The second chapter deals with ((the Iraqi-Iranian war and regional and
international attitudes towards it 1980-1988)), the first section in the second

deals with (the causes and phases of the Iraqi-Iranian war). The second
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section in the second chapter, comes under the title (A reading of some
regional and international attitudes towards the Iraqi-Iranian war 1980-
1988), and the third section in the second chapter is entitled (The results of
the war).

The third chapter of the thesis focuses on “Turkey’s official and
popular position towards the Iraq-Iran war 1980-1983 AD.” It is divided into
two sections. The first section is entitled (the official government position),
whereas the second section is entitled (the popular position).

The fourth chapter is entitled ((The Second Phase of the and the War
and Mediation 1983-1988)). The chapter is divided into two sections the first
section studies (the development of Turkey’s diplomatic position and role
towards peace initiatives and international mediation), whereas the second is
entitled (The role of Turkey's diplomacy at the regional and Islamic levels).

The fifth chapter is entitled ((The Repercussions of the Turkish
Position towards the War on Turkey’s Internal Conditions)), the first section
deals with (the Turkish economy), and the second section deals with
(Turkey’s regional position) . The third section focuses on (Turkey's internal
problems (the problem of asylum seekers).

Finally, the conclusions draw up the most important results of the

study.
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
