"The purposes of the Prophet's hadith by Imam AL-Taher bn Ashour
through his book The Purposes of Islamic Sharia."

Islamic law was sufficient in fulfilling the interests of the deemed worshipers, and the
advancement of harmful evils, as evidenced by the full extrapolation of the texts of the
revelations, which proved the explanation of most of these texts with a number of
explanations, meanings and purposes intended by the legislation, called "The Purposes Of
Sharia". In this regard, Imam AL-Taher Ibn Ashour, may Allah be merciful on him, is one of
the greatest contributors of contemporaries in this great knowledge, describing, theorizing and
applying through his book (The Purposes of Islamic Sharia), and it was mentioned in this
book: a number of guidance sought by many prophetic hadiths, which the researcher
intended to collect and study, in order to answer a problem that initially relates to
understanding and revealing the hadith, represented by the following: : Do the purposes
have an effect on guiding the Prophet’s hadith through the dealing of Imam Ibn Ashour,
may God almighty have mercy on him, with the prophetic hadith which mentioned in his
book, The Purposes of Islamic Sharia, understanding, deduction and revealing, and then
proceeding to the other questions that arise and related to it.

The importance of the study stems from: the great value of its subject where it lives with the
second source of legislation: (Prophetic Hadith), and the growing interest in the purposes of
sharia in the present due to its great role in restoring the knowledge and civilization movement
of the nation after a long nap and interruption, in addition to the distinctive style of Imam Ibn
Ashour, where he presented us with his thesis, which witnessed a qualitative difference from
what others presented.

It is worth mentioning: the researcher did not study all the prophetic hadiths that he
mentioned in his book, but what he meant in this regard: emphasizing what the Imam had to
direct the purposes, whether preceded by others or referred to or he was alone and depended
on his ideas, because coming to direct intentions for the prophetic hadith is in itself a distinct
vision in the scope of interpreting and understanding of texts, therefore the researcher focused
with the theoretical foundations of the purposes, thus, it was the first chapter and he focused
with the general characteristics of Islamic Sharia which mentioned by him, it was the second
chapter, then, He worked hard to devise some of the rules of understanding the Islamic text,
which was the third chapter, and finally dealt with the purposes of the transactions, which was
chapter four. Thus, the scope and limits of research are formed.
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At the end of his research journey, the researcher reached a number of conclusions, the most
prominent of which was the definition of a special term for the guidance of purposes, which is
known as: 'a process in which the meaning of the legitimate text is searched through the
activating of purposes’, as the researcher concluded that the guidance of the Imam Ibn Ashour-
may Allah have mercy on him-, about the prophet's hadith, which was either an extension of
the scholars' statement of meaning, or a simulation of some of its references, and perhaps a few
of them were alone in their opinion, through a number of conversations that It was studied in
the thesis chapters and according to the scope of its issues.
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
