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Abstract
Incomplete Personality and Its Relationship to Socialization Methods

for Preparatory Students

Many people thought that the personality is a main reason for his
behavior, since individual’s personality is a rendering for his behavior in
general in which certain features are appeared. Personal concept is dealt
greatly in our daily life such as the weak personality or the incomplete
one, and the weakness of personality may due to psychological, mental or
bodily inability, or may happen due to many reasons either direct or
indirect like: genes, accidents, diseases and being age, as well as,
exposing to psychological problem because of emotional contradiction or
different directions which appear and form in childhood by sad
experiences and shocking accidents which may happen in the family
environment so there is a relationship between the incomplete personality
and the social breeding styles because any style followed by parents
reflects on their sons behavior and on their personality negatively or
positively in any stage of the individual’s life since the family is the first
small community which contain the individual in his early moments of
life despite that childhood is considered the cornerstone of the
humanitarian personality and the importance of what is followed by
parents in this stage to determine the individual’s personality manner and
we shouldn’t forget the great number of social breeding styles which
were important in an early period of development which continues till the
adolescence stage which is considered one of the most dangerous stages

which face parents, sons and breeders for being having physiological,
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psychological and social changes, so the co-existence of the breeding
style 1s characterized by tolerance, cordiality which help in developing
the individual’s personality towards equality and this enhances the
incomplete personality with taking into account the social breeding
institutions role and their importance in this regard, so the current
research 1s conducted to study a psychological part which is the
incomplete personality and its relationship with social breeding styles for

preparatory students.

The current research aims at investigating:
1. The incomplete personality level for preparatory students.

2. The level of socialization methods identified in seven methods
(emotional support, authoritarianism, parental discipline, carelessness,
overprotection, fluctuation in treatment, dependability) for 5™ preparatory
stage students.

3. The significant differences sign in the incomplete personality level

according to sex variables: (male, female), scientific specialization
(practical - bio), and side (right - left)
4. The significant differences sign in socialization methods identified in
seven methods (emotional support, authoritarianism, parental discipline,
carelessness, overprotection, fluctuation in treatment, dependability)
according to sex variables: (male, female), scientific specialization
(practical - bio), and side (right - left)
5. The relationship between the incomplete personality and socialization
methods identified in seven methods (emotional support,
authoritarianism, parental discipline, carelessness, overprotection,
fluctuation in treatment, dependability) separately.

To achieve the research’s aims, the researcher has adopted the
incomplete personality scale (Al-Nadawi, 2010), and after making

validity and reliability, the researcher set the social breeding styles scale.



The researcher checked the two psychometric characteristics
through finding the validity and construction validity of the incomplete
personality and calculating its reliability by re-testing, where stability
coefficient was (0,81) and by (alph-cronbach) the stability coefficient was
(0,83) and finding the validity for the social breeding styles scale and its
stability coefficient which was (0,79) by re-testing which was (0,84). By
(alpha-cronbach) method, the researcher applied the two scales on the
research sample which was (523) students out of the total research
community of preparatory students which were selected randomly, the
research data were treated by statistical means which are compatible with
the nature and aims of the research, and these means are: (t-test for one
sample, t-test for two independent samples, Pearson’s correlation
coefficient, Spearman - Brown’s correction coefficient, alpha-cronbach
equation, t-test for correlation coefficient sign and t-test for difference
between the two correlation coefficients), the research most important
results were as follows:

The research sample is characterized with incomplete personality
level, where results show that there are difference with significant sign in
the incomplete personality scale and in favor of the research sample, also
it is characterized with social breeding styles level, where results show
that there are difference with significant sign in the social breeding styles
and in favor of the research sample, also there is a positive correlation
relationship with statistical sign between the incomplete personality and
the social breeding styles in general for preparatory students.

In the light of these conclusions, the researcher has presented some

recommendations and suggestions.



Recommendations:

1. Reviewing the scientific programs either guidance or educational
through psychological guidance units in schools so as to modify the in
incomplete personality behavior for preparatory students and
confirming it and deepening its directions.

2. Emphasizing on social breeding styles for students at home and school,
to make the incomplete personality grows soundly and lightening
unstable personality.

3. Holding developing courses on education directories level to explain

the importance of taking care of students and their difficult conditions.

Suggestions:

1. Conducting another studies that deal with the incomplete personality
relationship and other psychological variables like academic
qualification and psychological health.

2. Conducting a study to investigate the most active social breeding styles
to create sound personality free of psychological disturbances which
have the great effect in forming a sound individual with a positive role

in the community.
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
