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Abstract

THE IMPACT OF BELIEF IN THE STRUCTURE OF ISLAMIC
THOUGHT - OMNIPOTENCE AS A MODEL

This research addresses three important pathways. The first track shows
the impact of different belief concepts on the qualitative structure of Islamic
belief thought. Belief thought, which is a summary and the result of an analysis
of conceptual information or doctrinal authentication related to external or
mental concepts and attestations.

The second track is to explain the importance of theology, its rank and its
honor in terms of its content and purpose, as it is one of the methods of the
Great Qur’an.

Its questions are the religious beliefs that our Prophet Muhammad - pray
and peace be upon kim - received from Allah- the Most High- through revelation as a
revealed Book. Its aim is to prove these issues by means of rational inference, as
well as the tradition by abandoning and liberating them from the types of
doubt and hesitation that might come upon them from the people of seduction
and whims, and to adorn them with colors of certainty and proof.

The third path: To clarify the nature of the attribute of Omnipotence, its
specificity, its distinction, and its applicability to most of the other affirmative
attributes, as well as the negativity that negates what is not worthy of the
Almighty. Power is the foundation of the pillars of faith, as it is the evidence of
the existence of Allah Almighty and the consequent belief in angels,
messengers and revealed books, and evidence of belief in the Last Day and
what is related to it as belief in the principle of creation and the resurrection,
the resurrection of bodies, heaven and hell, these great things and their like are
related to power.
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
