This study is based on the idea of revealing the meanings of the

Qur'anic text and its rhetorical significance through a systematic study with
its own principles and features. We chose one of Qur'an's Suras as a model
for this study, which is Surat Qaf. The research entitled: (Surat Qaf - An
attempt in the graphic interpretation). The Linguistic interpretation
approach that we have adopted in this study is the sum of each of the
distinctive methods of interpretation in this field.

The nature of the research required a preface and two chapters followed
by a conclusion containing the most important results of the research.

The preface is titled: (The concept of Linguistic interpretation and its
applications) the discussion includes of the concept of graphic
interpretation and its four phases, namely: the phase of linguistic signals,
second: the phase of Qur'anic systems, third: the contribution of the
rhetorical and literary writers in the graphic interpretation of the Qur'anic
text, fourth: The stage of interpretation Rhetorical.

The chapters have each carried the title of the section of the chapter in
which they are taught. We divided Surat Qaf according to its sub-themes
into two sections. The first chapter titled: (Controversy in the Resurrection)
and included verses (1-15), the second chapter titled: (lessons and
remembrance) and included verses (16-45).

The study includes that the concept of Linguistic interpretation was an
old concept, as this concept of interpretation arose with the beginning of
the first drop of the wise male and then began to evolve and gradually
develop and integrate in theory and practice through multiple phases
represented by the efforts of the Muslim scholars of linguists and speakers.
The study also found that Surat Qaf is a very rich of rhetorical richness
that demonstrates the greatness of the Book of Allah Almighty from the
rhetoric of the paper-based systems. Their systems included Linguistic and
psychological connotations revealing the mystery of the Qur'an. The verses
also included numerous art photographs revealing the ingenuity of the
Qur'an in portraying the mental and metaphysical meanings and
embodying them with influential sensory patterns.
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
