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Abstract

Contemporary armed conflicts are the product of the wars of successive
generations in their fifth generation, and the modern weapons techniques
used in them, and the emergence of advanced methods and martial arts
within the scope of their hostile operations, which leads to more civilian
casualties and the emergence of countless challenges in contemporary
armed conflicts, with the development of means and methods of warfare,
including modern weapons techniques and the excessive increase in the
use of autonomous weapons, which affects the application of the
principles of international humanitarian law. Such as the principle of
distinction, proportionality and military necessity, the emergence of non-
state armed groups, the obstruction of humanitarian relief assistance, the
challenges of not establishing safe corridors to shelter those affected by
armed conflicts, the inability to establish safe zones, due to the difficulty
of obtaining the consent of the conflicting parties, and the indiscriminate
targeting of objects necessary for the survival of the civilian population,
which leads to impunity for perpetrators of grave violations, Despite the
positive and effective role of the conventions of international
humanitarian law and customary international law and the unlimited
support provided by the International Committee of the Red Cross, the
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
