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In this thesis, the parameters of the doctrinal education on
faith in God Almighty through the noble Prophetic curriculum
were studied. In that, an explanation of the most important
educational milestones deduced through the Noble Prophetic
curriculum in faith education and a demonstration of the role of
the Noble Prophetic curriculum. A statement of the importance
of the topic, its objectives and the reasons for choosing it. And
it came in the first chapter: The features of dogmatic education
in the section of evidence for the existence of God Almighty (the
guide to creation, the guide to possibility, the guide to mastery,
the guide to instinct) through the noble Prophetic method. And
it came in the second chapter: The features of dogmatic
education in the section on the Oneness of God Almighty)
through the noble Prophetic method and dealt with in the third
chapter: features of dogmatic education in the section on the
names of God Almighty) through the noble Prophetic method.

The fourth chapter contains: The features of the doctrinal



education in the section (The Attributes of God Almighty)

.through the Noble Prophetic curriculum
The most important results of the research were the following:

1- The Prophet's (may God bless him and grant him peace)
was keen on establishing faith beliefs through various

educational methods.

2- The Islamic creed is the source of the real force that
motivates everyone to do good deeds.

And the
doctrinal education in Islam will not be integrated in its
construction, comprehensive aspects and clear goals, achieving
the desired results in education, except by referring to this right
