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Abstract

The thesis was based on an introduction and five chapters. The
introduction included (defining the concepts, the sample, and the author)
with two axes. The first axis was devoted to defining the concepts:
elements of narrative and the miraculous novel, while the second axis was
devoted to the sample (the novel Frankenstein in Baghdad) and the author
(Ahmed Saadawi).

The first chapter studied (character): the miraculous personality,
the developing personality, and the stable personality, while the second
chapter devoted itself to studying (event): the sequential event, the
overlapping event, and the parallel event.

The third chapter included the study of (space-time) in two
sections. The first was devoted to the study of (time): natural time,
cosmic time, and psychological time, while the second section was
devoted to the study of (place): the fragmentation of place, the
comprehensiveness of place, and the spectacle of place.

The fourth chapter studied (narration and dialogue) with three
sections. The first section included a study of (narration): objective
narration, subjective narration, and narrative levels. The second section
included a study of (dialogue): external dialogue, internal dialogue, and
narrative dialogue, while the third section devoted itself to the study of (
Description: simple description/complex description, classification
description/expressive  description, objective  description/subjective
description,

While the fifth chapter is devoted to studying (rthythm of narrative
elements): repetition, vocal centering, and parallelism.

The thesis was based on an analytical study of the narrative
narrative with an integrated vision in terms of the narrative elements:
(character, event, and space-time), narration, dialogue, description, and
rhythm of the narrative elements to demonstrate the aesthetics of forming
the narrative elements in the novel (Frankenstein in Baghdad) by Ahmed

Saadawi and to deduce the implications that emerge from it.
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
