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and been lost, this study aimed to investigate what Al-Zamakhshari
narrated in his book "Al-Faiq Fi Gharib Al-Hadith " about Al-Asma'i.
This was done by examining the statements of Al-Asma'i and his
explanations of some of the strange words that appeared in the
narrations of the Prophet Muhammad, may peace and blessings be
upon him, his noble companions, and the followers, to serve as a
sample for the study. The study relied on the descriptive and
inductive method, then analyzing these words by referring them back
to their linguistic origins, and finally understanding the intrinsic
meanings of each word.Then finding the subjective meaning of each
word by relying on dictionaries and other books on language, hadith
and Qur'anic interpretations, emphasizing the role of context in
removing strangeness and ambiguity and clarifying the meaning. The
study also required dividing the scientific material on the semantic
field according to the theory of semantic fields in order to reach the
meaning of the word in the text, and the most important findings of
the study are that the Arabic language A living language that keeps
pace with every age and time, through the clarity of the semantic
development of many words, with the possibility of words moving
from one meaning to another, or shifting from one semantic field to
another in the vast space of the language, as well as taking scholars
from each other, and how some of them became sources for the
writings of others, as is the case with Al-Asmai, who is one of the
sources of Al-Fa'ig in Gharib al-Hadith wal-Athar by Al-Zamakhshari,

who is a source for the book Al-Fa'iq in Gharib al-Hadith
