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Abstract

The present research aims at identifying the The Effect of Using Comp
Model on the Acquisition of Historical Concepts by Fifth Year Primary
Female Pupils and their Tendency towards History Subject. To bring
about both the aims of the research, the researcher has formulated two null
hypotheses.

The first goal:

The Effect of using Gomp on the Acquisition of Historical Goncepts fifth
year primary femal pupils.

To bring about this aim The following hyptheseis has been formulated.

1. There is no statistically significant difference between the mean scoreof
the pupils in the experimental group that used Comp model and that of the
pupils in the control group that used the traditional method to acquire
historical concepts.

The secand goal:

The Effect of using Gomp on the Acquisition Interest to wards History Fifth
year primary Female pupils.

To bring about this aim The following hyptheseis has been formulated.

2. There is no statistically significant difference between the mean score of
the pupils in the experimental group that used Comp model and that of the
pupils in the control group that used the traditional method in their tendency
towards history subject.

The research population comprises fifth year primary female pupils in
schools situated in the left part of the city of Mosul in Nineveh Governorate
during the academic year 2012-2013. The researcher used the experimental
design of two equivalent groups of posttest. The sample included (60)

female pupils who had been intentionally chosen by the researcher from
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among the research population distributed among two groups: (32) pupils in
in the experimental group who were taught according to Comp Model, and
(28) pupils in the control group who were taught according to the traditional
method.

Both groups were made equivalent by the researcher on a number of
variables, namely age in months, score in history subject, general average of
first term of the academic year 2012-2013, parents’ educational attainment
and 1Q.

The achievement of the research aims required the use of two tools.
The first tool was a test to acquire historical concepts in history subject for
fifth year primary. That was prepared by the researcher herself due to the
unavailability of a ready tool to measure the acquisition of historical
concepts in fifth year primary history subject. The tool comprised (40) items,
and the response to each item was according to three options, one of which
was correct. The validity of the test has been proved by presenting it to a
panel of specialized juries of good experience in teaching so as to state their
opinions about the tool. There had been more than 80% agreement between
the jury members. The reliability of each item was found by using the
reliability equation (Coder-Richardson-21 equation) whose reliability was
proved by split Half. The reliability value was (0.82).

The second tool was the measurement of tendencies which was
prepared by the researcher due to the unavailability of a ready tool to
measure fifth year primary female pupils’ tendencies. The tool included(29)
items. The validity of the tool had been proved by presenting it to a panel of
specialized juries of good experience in teaching so as to state their opinions
about the tool. There had been more than 80% agreement between the jury
members. The reliability of the tool had been deduced by using Pearson

Correlation Coefficient. It was 0.73.

The researcher also prepared teaching plans for both research groups,
the experimental and the control. After applying the test tools and getting the
data, the researcher started analyzing the data and arrived at the following:

1. There is a significant statistical difference between the mean scoreof the
pupils in the experimental group that used Comp model and that of the
pupils in the control group that used the traditional method to acquire
historical concepts, for the benefit of the experimental group.

2. There 1s a significant statistical difference between the mean score of the
pupils in the experimental group that used Comp model and that of the
pupils in the control group that used the traditional method in their tendency
towards history subject, for the benefit of the experimental group.

1. Introducing the model of learning designs including Comp Model in the
syllabus of Methods of teaching taught at the College of Basic Education,
and the institutes for Male and female teachers and The necessity to use
Comp Model in teaching history at all studying stages.
