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ABSTRACT
Financial Systems in Iraq in Albuwaihy Age

(334-447 A.H/945-1055 A.D)

The subject of financial system is considered one of the bases of
society. It has an important place in life. It is the axis in which many
historical events had happened across the time, for this our previous
scientists started writing about this subject to clarify its landmarks and
borders.

What encouraged us to choose the subject "of Financial System in
Iraq" in the Buwaihy age and writing about it because it is considered one
of the most important human sides in the Iraqi society. This message has
come to show the Buwaiheen princes after they entered Baghdad to manage
the state especially in Iraq trying to extend largely in each item after they
collected modern historical books as well as the old books and put them in
one frame to give a clear picture about the economy of the state and the
economic ability of the Al-Abasseen Caliphs and the Buwaiheen princes
and their ministers.

This study deals with introduction, four chapters and conclusion. The
Introduction comes especially to search for financial system before the
Buwaiheen entered Baghdad, we have dealt with a quick and brief way
about Buwaiheen before starting with these systems, then to financial
systems, about special Divans which related to financial affairs including
their duties and development as well as "Beit Almal" in Al-Abasseen state
and the expenses of the state in the third century Al-Hijri.

The First chapter deals with the study of financial establishments in
Iraq in AIBuwaihy age about farming taxes and financial sacristy divans,
divans of financial control divans of transaction and then how these divans

are divided and who manages them as well as how they are developed. So



some of these divans were taken a great deal of attention by some of the
Buwaiheen princes especially the "Beit Almal" that is considered the spare
excise which they depend on in deficit finance as well as the divan of
troops that indicated the active tool to control over the state, while as some
divans were not given any consideration by the Buwaiheen princes so they
were abolished when entering Baghdad (334 H/945 AD), but they were
returned to work by means of the efforts of some of Al-Buwaiheen princes
and ministers.

The Second chapter was specialize to study the management of the
financial excises in the Al-Buwaihy age that deals with almsgiving, taxes
and aljizya. It is considered the most important resources in the state of Iraq
and the un fixed financial resources (illegal taxes) that were imposed to
some Iraqi cities.

The Third chapter is about the management of expenses of works in
Iraq in Al-Buwaihy age that were about the salary of employees, it was
considered the most important aspects in the state that written approximate
amount given to each category from Al-Abasseen Caliphs or Al-Buwaiheen
princes and others. It reflected to us the nature of financial situation at Al-
Abasseen rulers who suffered from domineering of Al- Buwaiheen and
how to run the salary, dividing it and how much was paid according to the
type of work and its importance. So it started with Al-Abasseen Caliphs
because they represented the top of authority then Al-Buwaiheen princes
who demonstrated the policy and the management of the state. The
ministers who were replaced by the princes they considered the judge had
such a word in so many cases especially if they were connected with the
governing authority as well as the category of penmen who had a good
situation in the Buwaihy court, then the rulers who could decide the
management of the state, as well as the owner of the post office and the

category of physicians, at last the salary of the army and how Al-
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Buwaiheen princes followed in distributing it. This chapter dealt with
military expenses which needed so much money, the gifts and endowment
that affected the managerial economics in the state.

The Four chapter was decided for searching of the ways of the
finance affairs in Iraq in Al-Buwaihy age and the changes in this age, so we
found Al-Buwaiheen princes after they entered Baghdad (334 H/945 AD).
They started coining money and its sorts. Coining dinars and dirhams
mentioning their nicknames and surnames, this was under their supervision.
This chapter mentioned also the cheques, how to deal with them and
knowing their kinds. In addition to these, this chapter is also dealt with
banking, the range of transaction which the merchants did during their
trade with other countries. The difference of coins in these countries led to
appearing of commercial establishments between countries in return of
certain amount of money taken from merchants as commission or costs of
these services.

This search was concluded with a brief conclusion that consisted the
most important results I reached to. This study included some difficulties
which faced the searcher during writing the message. It was the lack of
information related to Divans belonged to financial affairs in Iraq in Al-
Buwaihy age. It didn't give a sufficient and clear picture of these Divans.
The historians didn't mention the exact details about how to manage these
Divans and masterminding which witnessed the apses of their development
by means of Al-Abasseen caliphs in Al-Abassy age. It didn't change during

their governing except some little adjustment.
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
