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Abstract

Before delving into this topic, we had to answer problems that present
themselves, and the nature of the topic has contributed to its formulation: -
How did the writer construct the openings of her children's stories and do
her initiations of prose texts differ according to their different titles? And
what lies in the artistic aesthetics that abound and contain these prose
initiations?

The nature of the research necessitated dividing its scientific material
according to a methodological plan represented in an introduction, a
preface, three chapters, a conclusion and appendices, then a list of the
sources and references contained in the research study.

It had two sections, the first: the relationship of coalition (compatibility),
and the second: the relationship of contradiction, and we ended the research
with a conclusion in which we summarized the findings of the study and its

conclusions, then a list of the most important sources and references that
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we have taken into consideration in the research.

In this research, we have followed the descriptive approach, which we have
seen is the most appropriate critical method for such a study. As for the
research library, we have benefited from a set of sources and references for
the verses of stories, the most important of which are the writings of
