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Abstract

The Buayhid Emirate gave a special kind of interest to its military
force that led to the establishing of military system which defends their
authorities and helps their plans to occupy many regions. Thus, the
emirate suppoted that system after the arising of it in Fars and Jibal till
their entrance to iraq. Moreover, their fighting practices at that time as
well as quarrelling various armies needed both efforts and funds to be
supported. The result of all of that appeared in the great victories they
achieved in Iraq and the eastern regions.

The Buayhid are regarded as one of the important Daylam that
played a decisive military role in the 4™ / 10" century. They built a
briliant military glory when they serve in the local emirates armies, and
this was the reason that made them establish an independent military
force. Within a few period Ali bin buyh was able to gather a number of
Daylam fighters a way from their regions, resided in Shirza in 322/933
which was their main base. After having acceptance and authority from
the Caliphate, he began to think of having control in the Abbasid
Caliphate capital as there was problems in the period of Imrat el Umaraa'.
Then he was able of achieving what he thought of in Fars and orderd his
brother, Hassan bin buyh, to go west and they occupied many parts of
Jibal. Also he sent another brother, Ahmed bin buayh to cross to Iraq and
the latter did so from Ahwaz to Baghdad, entering it in 334/945 As a
result the Abbasid Caliphate became at that time under their control.

The Buayhid depended on their relatives of both Dylam and Jilanid
in the period of their arising. As those were infantries, there was a need
for horsemen. Thus, they followed the military attitude of using the
Turkish horsemen who were ready to serve in western Iran (Fars and
Jibal) in the 3"/9" century. They increased in number and they showed
fighting qualifications that made the Buayhid to be stronger than any
other force in the region.

As a result, the Buayhid military organization in the time of their
arising, occupying Fars and entering Iraq is characterized by the
structural nature that based on the ancestors of Daylam and Jibal in
addition to Turks, Arabs and Kurds as well. Actually this variety led to an
integration in the military ability and also it needs to make a kind of
improvement in the command of the army, its weapons, classes, as well
as fighting systems.

Consequently, the Buayhid leaders concentrated on choosing the
members, on increasing the number of soldiers and also on

supplying it with various kinds of weapons.

Conclusion

By studying the military system of Buayhid and its different

circumstances in addition to realizing what is important or what affected
them much, it is obvious that they kept many systems of the Arabic
Islamic state then and of the armies of the contemporary emirates, either
in Fars and Jibal or in Iraq. This can be shown as follows:

Several elements were depended on by the military organization of
the Buayhid in the time of their appearance and their arising,
among them were Daylam and Jil, in addition yo Turks and Arabs,
Kurds and other ones. Therefore, the army became a kind of a
mixture of various elements. The ancestors (Daylam and Jil) and
Turks were the large ones and the most important in this military
system till the fall of their emirate. They didn't supply anyone away
from their ancestors.

The Buayhid tried to establish a strong army that defends their
authority. They established organized military groups characterized
by their various elements of Daylam, Jil, Turks, Arabs and Kurds
and other ones that participated in the different parts of the army .

The Buayhid realized the importance of supplying weapons of
various kinds, to attack or defend. This led to the variety of army
classes in the sens that after many conflicts with different armies,
they need to bring new weapons that may help them to come
against problems of their control.

The Buayhid dealt with different kinds of training systems that
were famous at that time and they practiced many kinds of fighting
systems. The national structure of their army helped in supporting
this activity. So, they were great in dealing with such systems,
adding so much of their own habits to it.

The administrative system (Diwan el Jais) was a continuation of
the same system in the Arabic Islamic state. The Buayhid used its
organizations to control their system with a few changes in it.
Obviously, it was the lack of knowledge of the Buayhid in the
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administrative systems as well as the financial ones, in addition to
the effects of their old system that led to this adopting.

The Buayhid followed the cash payment system to pay the salaries
at the beginning of their rule in Fars and it still so till the end if
their emirate. The salaries were suitable with their living conditions
at that time. Also they distribute some parts of iqtaa' to the soldiers
which they use as an income for their living instead of the salaries
they used to get from Diwan el Jaish. This was because the
financial crisis that has been witnessed by the state. The Buayhid
also concentrated on supporting the soldiers with weapons, clothes,
food, residence in addition to the large funds they gave to their
military expeditions.
