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ABSTRACT

This study deals with the linguistic phenomena in book
" Al-a'abab A;-Zakher and Al-lubab Al-fakher" of the
linguistic imam Mohammed Bin Hassan Al-Saghani
(650A.H.), the typical published parts, that he published five
parts of it which are (3)=¢l ¢ us ¢ ¢ « b« <3) and verified by:
Sheikh Mohammed Hassan Al-yaseen. This study consists
of introduction and three chapters. In introduction, we takle
defining Al-saghani, his culture and quest, his books and
explaining the general manner of book "Al-a'abab". While
the first chapter refers to "Al-a'abab's" sources including the
books and the linguistics whom Al-Saghani derived his
lexicon's materials in writing not orally because of the long
time between them, that Al-Saghani came beyond the
eloquence age. Moreover, we discuss in this chapter the
special manner of Al-Saghani, his the utterance's precision
and the "Al-a'abab's" examples which are Qur'ans' verses,
prophetic sayings, lines of poetry and Arabic proverbs. It
also contains Al-Saghani's comment such as: (Al-Saghani,
the another of this book, says: After investigation and
follow-up, we find this expression more than 40 times in
"Al-a'abab". In the second chapter, we identify the linguistic
phenomena which are found in "Al-a'abab" as following: the
equivocal term, syronymity , opposites, onnexation, the
inflective, laanwords, derivation, conversion, replacement,
attribute and the Qura'an reference which means Al-

saghani's explarations of the Qura'an examples. For the third



chapter, it deals with the linguistic criticism in "Al-a'abab"
and it has two themes. The first theme 1a about the linguistic
correction by using two methods; the first is the proportion
of committing mistakes by the common people such as
(using 4=l instead of 3_Sl) which is a melody, while the
second is the use of the dual way like (say this and don’t say
thay). In the second theme, we discus Al-Saghani's
interpretation of the mispronunciation which was committed
by earlier linguists from whom he derived his lexican
materials. Finally, we hope that we could present this study
successfully to be utilized by the researchers and scholars,
and sufficient unto us is God.
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
