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Abstract

It is what brings
a person closer to truth, more inclined toward justice, and further

from rigidity or recklessness

The impact of moderation and balance is evident in the establishment
of intellectual security, which is one of the most important guarantees
of social, political, and religious stability. When thought deviates—
whether toward extremism and rigidity or toward negligence and
moral decay—it disrupts the balance of understanding and
interpretation, leading to discord, division, and conflict. It opens the
door to either religious extremism or cultural deviation, both of
which threaten security in all its dimensions. On the other hand,
moderate thought—stemming from a sound understanding of
religious texts and built upon the foundations of Islamic knowledge
and a conscious openness to reality—produces individuals
characterized by wisdom, who understand others properly, and who
deal with differences with maturity and balance.
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
