Abstract

Andalusia was recognized for its science and scholars who had a great
and active role in all life aspects in Andalusia; religious or worldly (social,
political and scientific), they are the elite of their society with what they
possessed of science and advancement; they are the word of the nation and
the authoritative source of people in their religious, social and scientific life
owing to their status and the posts they assumed in the Andalusian state, in
judiciary, consultation and Fatwa, not to mention that many of them worked

in the field of tuition.

The reputation of Andalusia’s scholars in the era of the states of
Tawa’if and Moravids (422- 484 A.H./ 1031- 1092 A.H.) (484- 546 A.H./
1092- 1150 A.D.), increased as they contributed in making a huge leap in the
field of Andalusia’s sciences (whether religious, philosophical, historical or
medical). Those scholars after obtaining all their sciences from the Islamic
East, they managed to have their own scientific entity in all fields,
specifically, in religion, philosophy and medicine. The society witnessed the
rise of Ibn Hazm Al Andalusy (456 A.H./ 1046 A.D.) and his Zahiri creed,
Ibn Bajah Al Sani’a (533 A.H./ 1138 A.D.) in philosophy, Ibn Zahr’s family

in medicine, and so their sublimity started and their fame pervaded.

We must, here, mention the reason behind our choosing of this subject
and our tackling of this specific time period i.e. the great role played by
those scholars in Islamic history and the problems and political turmoil in
this time period (eras of Twa’if and Moravids) that laid their shadows on the
scholars of Andalusia, hence, we decided to shed light throughout this study
on part of the lives of those life- makers and the elite of the society in that

period, and we discussed what some of them faced of afflictions and ordeals



in the fields of life whether social, political or scientific and the influences of

those afflictions and ordeals on them.

The nature of this study required it to be divided into an introduction
and three chapters; the introduction included an account of the definitions of
afflictions and ordeals and the difference between them, some distinguished
ordeals in the history of mankind which faced the prophets of Allah and

finally what was written about the ordeals in the Islamic west.

Chapter one comprised social afflictions and ordeals of scholars, and it
consists of three sections; the first tackled an account of the social life in
Andalusia, the status of scholars in the Andalusian society as well as the

health aspect in Andalusia at the eras of Tawa’if and Moravids states.

The second section included social ordeals that faced some scholars
like those of their financial position (like poverty, money oligopoly, looting
and burning of properties), their psychological status (seclusion from people,
grief and disappointment), then we mentioned those scholars who were
murdered for social reasons. The third section of this chapter included those
scholars who faced health afflictions and diseases like malfunction of senses
(blindness and deafness), psychological illnesses (dotage and schizophrenia)
and 1llnesses of elderly as well as different other physical illnesses. We also
mentioned the influences on the daily life of the scholars and their scientific

activity and who among them sought medical treatment or died thereafter.

Chapter two tackled administrative and scientific ordeals and it consists
of three sections; the first section presented the administrative, religious and
political plans, in the second we shed light on kinds of ordeals for
administrative reasons like imprisonment and its reason, whether for bad

administration by the scholar or for abusing his position, and who was



deposed for administrative reasons, and finally their disposition of

administrative posts in addition to the most important reasons of that.

In the third section we demonstrated the most important scientific
ordeals that faced the scholars of Andalusia in that period whether through

killing, judging as unbelievers, imprisonment burning of books and writings.

In chapter three, we tackled the political ordeals and this chapter is the
richest and the most extensive among the other chapters of the study owing
to the important role of those scholars in the political life in Andalusia and
the positions they occupied such as ministries, judiciary and writing as well
as their approaching to the Sultan, the thing that made some of them fall in
troubles or put them in bad situation after the reign of the governor ends or
in cases when the governor changes or for their criticizing the authorities.
This chapter contains four sections; the first represented the political
conditions of Andalusia during the rule of the kings of Tawa’if and
Moravids, the second tackled the killings and the reasons behind the killings
of many of those scholars as well as the methods used in their killings. The
third section tackled the ordeal of imprisonment for political reasons and
who were imprisoned. Finally, in the fourth section we mentioned the
migration of some scholars from their cities and countries whether due to
problems with the Sultan or because of the Spanish restoration movement of

the Andalusian cities in their proximity
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
