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Abstract

This study aimed at investigating the effect of the induction and
measurement methods in acquiring the fifth secondary literary students
the eloquent notions along with their orientation towards eloquence. To
achieve this goal, two hypotheses were carried out which underwent
experiment. The was limited to fifth secondary literary students in the
center of Ninevah governorate for the academic year 2005-2006. the
researcher used the experimental generalization of the matching groups.
The research sample consisted of 89 students distributed into two
experimental groups: the first included 40 students who have been taught
according to measurement method, while the second included 49 students
who have been taught according to induction method.

The matching process for the two groups was done with reference
to the variables of: age, their grades in Arabic for the previous year, the
average for the previous year, intelligence level and the educational status
of the parents. The researcher seeked the help of Arabic teachers in the
schools where the experiment was carried out after matching between
them. The researcher used two tools: the first was consisting of 30 items a
test to measure the acquisition of the eloquents notions, the also
consisting of 30 items second laws to measure the orientation towards the
subject of aloquence and application. To test the validity of the two tools,
they were exposed to a group specialists to know their outer validity then
applied on a polled outside sample to measure the difficulty level along
with the distinguishing of the first tool. Strength to know the validity of
using it and to get the consistency coefficient by using kord-Richardson
20 formular which was 0.82 as for other tool, the consistency coefficient
was calculated through repeating the test and it was 0.83. The two

coefficient are taken to be good for the test.



The experiment was performed in 2/10/2005 and lasted for 13
weeks. After processing the data statistically by using T test for two
independent samples, results indicated the following :

1- There was a statistically significant difference in the significance
level 0.05 between the average of degrees of the first experimental
group students educated according to measurement method and
that of the second experimental group students educated according
to induction method in acquiring the eloquent notions for the sake
of the first group.

2- There was a statistically significant difference within the same
significance level between the average of degrees of the first
experimental group students for the sake of the second group.

In the light of the results, the researcher recommended the
necessity of paying attention to the two methods herein to achieve the
acquiring of the eloquent notions and creating a positive orientation to
eloquence and application subject.

To follow up, the researcher suggested to carry out a similar study
concerning others stages and subjects, like Criticism, Conjugation, etc.or
to carry out a study to know the effect of using the two methods herein to
achieve other educational objectives like achievement and developing

literary inclinations.
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
