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SUMMARY

SUMMARY

Imam Ibn Hajar al-Haytami -may God have mercy on him- is one of
the most prominent imams of the tenth century AH. He excelled in various
Shariah sciences. He was famous for jurisprudence, but also he had
important sayings in Tafseer. In this thesis we studied these saying in
Tafseer of Surat Yusuf to end of Surat An-Nahl and compared them with
the sayings of his predecessors, then concluded results at the end of the
study of each statement.

The thesis included an introduction and six chapters, the first of which
1s an introductory chapter, and concluded with a conclusion. The
introduction dealt with the importance of the science of Tafseer, the interest
of scholars in it, including Al-Haytami -may God have mercy on him- and
the reason for choosing the topic, and the plan of the thesis, as well as the
difficulties encountered in bringing it out in this suit.

As for the introductory chapter, it reviewed the life of Imam Ibn
Hajar al-Haytami -may God have mercy on him- and his approach to
Tafseer through two sections; The first topic dealt with a brief essay of Al-
Hitami -may God have mercy on him-, which included his lineage, birth
and upbringing, then his scientific life, age and death, and the scholars’
praise for him, while the second topic included presentation of Al-
Haytami’s approach to Tafseer with the adage and opinion, and its sources
in Tafseer.

The following two chapters dealt with the study of Ibn Hajar Al-
Haytami's sayings in the Tafseer from Surah Yusufto the end of Surah An-
Nahl, as follows:

The first chapter: The sayings of Ibn Hajar Al-Haytami in the
Tafseer and study of Surah Yusuf.

The second chapter: Ibn Hajar Al-Haytami’s sayings in the Tafseer
of Surah Al-Ra’d to the end of Surah Al-Nahl and its study, and it included
four sections, as follows:

The first section: the sayings of Ibn Hajar Al-Haytami in the Tafseer
and study of Surah Al-Ra’d

The second section: the sayings of Ibn Hajar Al-Haytami in the
Tafseer and study of Surah Ibrahim

The third section: The sayings of Ibn Hajar Al-Haytami in the Tafseer
and study of Surat Al-Hijr

The fourth section: The sayings of Ibn Hajar Al-Haytami in the
Tafseer and study of Surat An-Nahl

The thesis concluded with a conclusion that dealt with a summary of
what was reached in the study of sayings, followed by the conclusion
confirming the sources and references.
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
