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Abstract

The study of international topics stems from its international identity that
combines international events and the law that imposes them with its rules,
charters and international agreements, and the extent of the international
response to them and their legal and political dealings, and the impact of
limiting international sovereignty to them, as it has become easy to know the
events taking place in the world and countries and between them, after the
scientific and technological development in various aspects.

Also, international law, its formulation and methods of responsibility in it
have varied with the variation of international relations and needs, and the
basis of which has been different international crimes, threatening
international peace and security, since the occupation of Palestine in 1948
AD until now, despite the distance of spatial and temporal distances,
international borders, internal laws, international and regional sovereignty,
countries have become close to each other so that it is possible to agree on a
criminal act against another country or on the subjects of its interests, even if
they are tens of miles away from each other. Wars have failed to impose
peace and have resulted in hundreds of international crimes and violations of
the rules of international humanitarian law and its treaties by the Zionist
occupation forces. The imposition of law and peace by the great powers is
supposed to become a memory. Although the contemporary international
reality has shown otherwise, as the United States and Britain have imposed
world peace, they have not and will not be able to do so without committing
international crimes represented by serious violations. Therefore, the law
must be the tool for peace and international protection of human rights and
fundamental freedoms. Since the countries themselves have accepted the
restriction of their sovereignty by their international affiliation, they can be
tried on the same basis, and international responsibility can be attributed to
the Zionist occupation forces for violations of the rules of international
humanitarian law against the oppressed in Gaza and since their occupation
of the State of Palestine.
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
