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Abstract

The present research aims to construct an Educational program based
on dispute solving strategies to reduce violence among intermediates
stage students in the city of Mosul. It also aims to investigate the effect
of dispute solving strategies in reducing violence among those students.
In order to achieve these aims four null hypotheses were settled. The
experimental design was applied in this study. The population of the
research includes second- year intermediate stage student in the city of
Mosul, their total number was (15255) students. As for as the present
research experimental, the basic sample consisted of (80) students
distributed among two groups, experimental and control, The
equivalence between the two groups were tested statistically in such
variables, pre— application score, age in mouths, intelligence quotient

and parents academic level.

An educational program has been made in regards to dispute solving
strategies, as well as constructing violence scale of 35 items with three
alternatives; physical violence, verbal violence, and non- violence, which
are regarded the targeted characteristics in the present research, The
validity of the program and the scale has been by presenting them to

jury members.

The validity of the scale has been reinforced by testing the construct

validity of the scale. This has been done by establishing the correlating

Between score of each item and the total score of the scale. The

reliability of the scale consists of 32 items. The experiment has been



applied on 21%,Feb, 2019; each lesson lasts for (40— 45) minutes.
Then the program ended on 4™ , April 2019. The posttest has been
applied on 7", April 2019. Then the scale has been applied again
among the subjects in the two groups; experimental and control as a

posttest. The findings as follow:

— There is a significant statistical difference for the benefit posttest.
This means that the students are effected by the educational program

based on dispute solving strategies.

— There is no significant statistical difference between the scores of
students in the experimental group and the control group on the scale of

violence, the posttest.

— There is no significant statistical difference between the three types of
violence; physical, verbal, non- violence, in the posttest according to

violence scale.

In regards to these findings, number of recommendations have been set

as follow:

1. Lessons shoaled be presented weekly to inform students with their
problems and solutions to encountering them, Unless students violence
confronted by psychological and educational ways, it will go beyonal

the school.

2. The violence scale prepared this research should be used to
diagnose those should who have violence behavior to be follow and

reduce risks.



3. The suggested educational program in this research should be
applied, from time to time up on selected samples of pupils in the

primary stage, especially, those who have violence behavior.

4. A program, for preparing teachers and constructed according to
dispute solving strategies. This should be done to ensure that their work
is fully completed and they can help their students in solving their

disputes and reduce violence.
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
