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Abstract

Islamic scholars have been interested in writing and writing books
of translations and classes, whether these books are their own, speaking
of themselves and their scientific career, or whether these books are
specific to their elders, talking about their elders and what they took from
them, or books of general translations of other sheikhs in which they
write the lives of those sheikhs who translate for them. Andalusians were
part of that civilization, and from these rich book books and the study of a
historical study in the curriculum is the subject of our mission .

The main objective of our study on this subject was to highlight
the personality of Judge Iyadh from another angle by knowing his method
of authorship when studying one of his works and the closest to him in

This letter was divided as required by the methodology of
historical research and according to the nature of its subject and the
article available to it to preface and three chapters preceded by these
chapters introduction and followed by a conclusion and supplements and
a list of sources and references, the title of the preface (the personality of
Judge Iyadh and the field of the book), and the first chapter was entitled
(introduction to the book of the rich) in which we talked about three
points, the first of which was the motives of authorship and manuscripts
of the book, and the second point dealt with the content of the book, and
the third and final point of the book was The first chapter is dedicated to
the importance and value of the rich book in general without going into

precise details .
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In the second chapter entitled "The General Description of
Translation", we addressed three points, the first of which dealt with the
elements of translation, and the second point dealt with the size of the
translation, where the sizes of translations differed in the book of the rich,
but the last point dealt with the referrals and repetitions found in the book

of the rich .

The title of the third and final chapter of our letter
(Resources and the Opinion of Judge Iyad) is divided into three
investigations, the first of which was devoted to talking about the written
resources on which Judge Iyadh relied in the writing of the book of the
rich, but the second research of chapter three in which we talked about
the oral resources that were one of the most contributed resources in the
writing of the book of the rich, and the third and final research we talked
about the opinion of the author Judge Iyad by focusing on the aspects that
The author's character appears in the book, followed by all that we
mentioned at the end of our letter in which we referred to the most
important findings we reached during our study of the rich book
curriculum of Judge Iyad, and then followed the conclusion (4)
supplements, and a list of sources and references .
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
