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Summary of the research

The Behavior values and their relationship to emotional balance
among the scout leaders of the wooden badge Campaign in the
General Directorates of Education in Iraq

The current research aims to

1. Construct a scale for the behavioral values of the scout leaders of the
wooden badge campaign in the general directorates of education in
Iraq.

2. Identify the level of behavioral values among the scout leaders of
the wooden badge campaign in the general directorates of education
in Iraq.

3. Identify the level of emotional balance among the scout leaders of
the campaign The wooden badge in the general directorates of
education in Iraq.

4. Identifying the relationship between behavioral values and
emotional balance among the scout leaders of the wooden badge
campaign in the general directorates of education in Iraq,

5. Identify the differences in the behavioral values of the scout leaders
of the wooden badge holders in the general directorates of education
in Iraq according to the variables of gender, scouting experience and
educational qualification.

6. Identify the differences in the emotional balance of the scout leaders
of the wooden badge holders in the general directorates of education
in Iraq according to the variables of gender and experience Scouting
and academic qualification.

The researcher used the statistical methods to reach the objectives
of the current study. The researcher used the statistical bag (Spss), which
is represented by the following: (percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, simple correlation coefficient (Pearson), t-test for two
independent samples, hypothetical mean, Fakronbach's coefficient,
Spearman's coefficient)

The most important conclusions reached by the researcher:

1. The effectiveness of the behavioral values scale among scout leaders
from the wooden badge campaign in the General Directorates of
Education in Iraq and its ability to diagnose behavioral values when
used as a means of measurement.
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. Scout leaders who carry the wooden badge in the General Directorates
of Education in Iraq have positive levels according to the emotional
balance scale.

. There is a statistically significant relationship between the behavioral
values and their dimensions and the level of emotional balance among
the scout leaders of the wooden badge holders in the General
Directorates of Education in Iraq.

. There are statistically significant differences between the average
responses of the scout leaders of the wooden badge holders in the
General Directorates of Education in Iraq according to the variable
(sex).

. There are statistically significant differences between the average
responses of the scout leaders of the wooden badge holders in the
General Directorates of Education in Iraq according to the variable
(Scouting experience) and in favor of those with (more than five years).
. There are statistically significant differences between the average
responses of the scout leaders of the wooden badge holders in the
General Directorates of Education in Iraq according to the variable
(educational qualification) and in favor of those with (bachelor’s degree
and above).

. There are statistically significant differences between the average
responses of the scout leaders of the wooden badge holders in the
General Directorates of Education in Iraq according to the emotional
balance scale according to the variable (sex) and in favor of (males).

. There are statistically significant differences between the average
responses of scout leaders from the wooden badge holders in the
General Directorates of Education in Iraq according to the emotional
balance scale according to the variable (Scouting experience) and in
favor of those with (more than five years).

. There are statistically significant differences between the average
responses of the scout leaders of the wooden badge holders in the
General Directorates of Education in Iraq according to the emotional
balance scale according to the variable (the educational qualification).

The researcher recommends, based on the results of the current research,
and within the limits of the study sample, the following:

1. Benefiting from the behavioral values scale, which was built by the

researcher in conducting many similar studies related to behavioral
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values and their relationship with other variables, so that we can know
the impact and influence of behavioral values through its various
dimensions with those variables.

. Paying attention to scouting programs that develop the behavioral
values of scout leaders who carry the wooden badge and using those
programs in scouting activities so that they can give better.

. Those in charge of managing the General Directorate of Physical
Education and School Activities should pay attention to the scouting
movement because of its great role in preparing and forming the leading
personality of scout leaders.
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
