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ABSTRACT

The nature of the environment of the pre-Islamic period and its
harshness and the components of the tribal social fabric play an
outstanding role in the state of instability witnessed by the society of that
time especially this society is famous of mobility and travel from one
area to another. Wherever the elements of life are available namely -
pasture and water - the human being settled in him practicing his normal
life, and once the drought and barbarity hit him he looks for another
place where he can find the means of life and stability. Therefore, we
find that the main feature dominating the nature of the people of that
period is lack of stability on most of its human activities. This reality has
been clearly reflected and expressed by the poets in their poems, and
perhaps we never exaggerate if we state that the poetic text is the mirror
of life of the time with all its fundamentals and details. The poets of the
pre-Islamic period expressed the nature of their life embodying the
oscillating reality between steadiness and stillness (departure and
stability). Our study contains a preface and three chapters. In the preface
we explain two aspects in the first one we talked about the lexical
transformations in which we presented the most important views of
linguists, and then concluded to highlight the semantic aspects of those
views. On the idiomatic aspect, we presented a set of concepts for the
term transformation for a number of philosophers and psychologists, as
well as a number of researchers and critics. As for the second aspect
talked about the word ruins from the point of view of old critics and
modernists and what this painting represents for the pre-Islamic poet and
the reasons of their presence in most of the poems. Then then first chapter
entitled (Confronting the Sorrow of the ruins). We deal with the misery
and what it provokes in the poet of sorrow and courage to arrive at the

salvation movement through women as a shift from the reality of pain full
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of sadness and sorrow to a reality that seeks hope and salvation. The
second chapter which is entitled (connotation transformations), which
included dealing with the internal shifts of the poet among women. The
third chapter expounds the (formal transformations), in which we focused
on the grammatical aspects in the timely transitions of Umro Al-Qais.
Finally the present study ends with a conclusion in which we showed the
most important results we have arrived through our investigation of
Umro Al-Qais’s poetry. All these transformations that followed the
painting, whether grammatical or connotative represent the movements
against images of fragmentation and fading in the painting of the ruins.
These movements are divided into two parts: memorial movements
of past adventures whose subject is women and movements whose
content is the determination of future action. These transformations have
defused the tension and the tragic feeling that dominated the vision of the
poet recounting his stances on the effects of the ruins. The connotative
transformations are correlated with the previous paintings grammatically
as they suggest that they are correlated semantically, but they may be
counterproductive with their predecessors. We should mention that the
transformation may take place from negative to positive or from positive
to negative. It may be an enforcement of the poet’s vision in the
previous painting, especially the paintings reveal the poet's ability to

accomplish such achievement.
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
