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Abstract

the practice of the presidents who ruled it. The study assumed Reflecting
the ideas of Chinese thinkers on the performance and behavior of Chinese
President Xi Jie binig and making it among the major countries in the
international system, as well as using soft strategic thought in foreign
policy, using precaution and caution that employs the thought of Sun Azu
and Mao Zedong through rough strategic thought and using Taoist
strategic thought in order to preserve. On its values that have been the
safety valve for the Chinese throughout the ages, the study dealt with the
political, military and economic reality of China and the most prominent
events, wars and crises that affected the ideas of thinkers, as well as the
social and economic changes and developments that the country went
through and its philosophies that were built on isolation and openness that
appeared in different eras that affected Security, economic and military
aspects. The study focused on Confucian strategic thought, which
characterized foreign policy and the performance and behavior of
presidents, and its Confucian foreign policy became evident in the aspect
of dealing with countries or in governance, which is based on values and
ideas, and was reflected in foreign policy, starting from internal policy, as
well as China, which is strong regionally and internationally, using the
thought Mao Zedong, whose foundation was a strict and silent security

system, and supervision of the economic field, while the peaceful rise
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adopted by strategic thinkers such as (Zhijan) made it compete in the
international, economic and other fields through openness to the world

and ethical preservation of the Chinese interior.
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
