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Abstract

This thesis deals with the structures of metaphor, metaphor, and
metonymy in the light of Noam Chomsky's transformational generative
grammar theory.

The study aims to apply this modern theory to the Arabic language,
and to rhetoric in particular, by analyzing models from metonymy and
synecdoche.

The thesis has consisted of an introduction in which we dealt with
the reasons for choosing the topic, its importance, its objectives and the
methodology of research that we had applied in the thesis, as well as the
research plan.

The preface included five demands that we dealt with in the first
requirement about they and metaphor, the second requirement about the
core sentence and the transformed sentence, then in the third demand on
they the simple sentence and the compound sentence and the quadrant
about the deep and superficial structure, then the fifth and final in which I
dealt with the relationship between transformational generative grammar
and Arabic rhetoric.

As for the chapters of the thesis, it consist oF three chapters that
dealt with in the first chapter theorizing and analyzing metaphor but in
the second chapter we dealt with the metaphor its two types, the
metonymy and the mental, and then in the last chapter in which we dealt
with the metonymy .

The thesis becomes finished with the possibility of applying the
transformative generative approach in the Arabic language, and that the
rhetoricians did not forget the issue of the surface structure and the deep

structure while they were analyzing rhetorical examples
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
